To be precise, each person
counted is good for federal
funds totaling $1,675 per year
— $16,750 over the next 10
years — for their community.

The 2020 Census figures
will determine how many
seats Oklahoma and other
states will have in the House
of Representatives.

Census numbers are also
used to determine how fed-
eral funding is allocated to
upwards of 100 programs
ranging from school lunches
and education to highway
construction.

2 killed in grinding accident

Car crosses center line

Two people were killed Au-
gust 26 when their car crossed
a center line and collided with
another vehicle.

Oklahoma Highway Pa-
trol Trooper Chasen Bennett
identified the pair as Junetta
A. Rolen, 43, of Maysville,
and Bradley D. Frazier, 45, of
Wayne.

The deadly wreck occurred at
8:29 a.m. on State Highway 3
West, approximately six miles
west of Ada.

Bennett reported Rolen was
driving a 2015 Kia Optima
westbound on the highway

when the vehicle left the road
to the right.

Rolen over corrected to the
left, causing the car to cross
the center line and collide with
an eastbound 2015 Chevrolet
Silverado 2500 pickup driven
by Kathy L. Babb, 63, of Ada.

Frazier was a passenger in
Rolen’s vehicle.

Both were pronounced dead
at the scene by Mercy EMS
personnel. The bodies were
taken to an Ada funeral home.

Babb sustained an arm injury
and was taken by Mercy EMS
toMercy Hospital in Ada where

she was treated and released.

All three were wearing seat-
belts. Airbags deployed in the
pickup and the passenger side
of the Kia.

According to Bennett, the
cause of the crash is under
investigation, as is Rolen’s
condition.

USDA’s Coronavirus Food Assistance Program

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The foundation role of literacy

In my role as the former
chairman and current ranking
member of the House Appro-

priations Subcommittee that
funds the Department of Educa-
tion, I am proud to advocate for
programs thatimprove literacy
of the American population.

While I was subcommittee
chairman, I helped advance
incremental increases every
year for education and literacy
programs. This included fund-
ing to support the programs
authorized by the Adult Educa-
tion and Family Literacy Act
and the Carl D. Perkins Career
and Technical Education Act.

These efforts give adults
the opportunity to improve
their reading, mathematical
and English language skills to
both actively participate in their
children’s education, as well
as to improve their ability to
engage in information systems
around them.

Of course, we cannot discuss
the importance of literacy
without remembering the sig-
nificant contributions of for-
mer First Lady Barbara Bush.
Indeed, her tireless efforts
particularly shone alighton the
factthatliteracy affects all ages
and communities nationwide.

In 1989, she launched the

Barbara Bush Foundation for
Family Literacy, which sought
to support parents with unmet
literacy needs and help them
learn alongside their young
children.

You’d think
they would have aged out of
their old roles a long time ago.

After all, it’s not like they
canplay affable dumb southern
California teenagers forever.
So what direction does this
film take?

Well like many movies re-
viving old franchises, this film
decides to hand off the reigns
to the next generation. Along
with adding in many, many
references to the previous mov-
ies fans fell in love with in the
first place.

But unlike some revival
films, this movie doesn’t feel
like a complete cash grab.
There actually was an effort
here to capture the original
spirit of the past films, and
make something that both old
fans and new will enjoy.

The end of “Bill & Ted’s
Bogus Journey” gave the film-
makers a natural way to pass
the baton to the new generation
with the brief introduction of
“Little Ted” & “Little Bill” after
the pair’s sixteen months of
intense guitar training, allowed
to happen in seconds thanks to
time travel.

Of course they retcon things
a bit in this film, and Little
Bill & Ted are instead Billie
& Thea, the pair’s now adult
daughters. Both of whom have
a remarkable knowledge of
music partially thanks to their
fathers.

But the story here isn’t just
Billie & Thea picking up the
mantle of their dads and go-
ing on the exact same kind of
adventure.

Instead of time traveling
through history, convincing
prominent historical figures
to help them with their history
report, Billie & Thea decided
to travel through history and
convince prominent musicians
to help them perform a song
which will repair space and
time and save the universe.

Okay, it’s almost exactly the

same. But that doesn’t mean it
also isn’t a lot of fun.

Samara Weaving and Brigette
Lundy-Paine do well in taking
up the role of Bill & Ted, while
also making it somewhat their
own.

Like their fathers, Billie
& Thea have the same vocal
cadence of a couple of surfer
dudes from southern Cali-
fornia, except they’re clearly
much smarter than their dads
were at their age.

Yetthey restill justas funand
likeable as their fathers, which
makes it a blast to join them on
this brief journey through time.

But as I said before, thisisn’t
just Billie & Thea’s story. In
fact, Bill & Ted probably still
get the most screen time out of
everyone.

Instead of joining their
daughters on an expedition
through the past, Bill & Ted
rummage through their futures,
hoping to discover the all im-
portant song that will fulfil their
destinies and unite the universe
as foretold.

I found this aspect of the
film a bit less fun, though it
still definitely had its moments.

Alex Winter falls into his
old role pretty seamlessly. But
Keanu Reeves? Well, I know
he’s had a lot to deal with per-
sonally since starting as Ted in
his 20s, and I could imagine
that might make it difficult to
portray someone so carefree.

I’m not trying to imply that
he had a bad time making this
film, or that he didn’t put in the
effort. He justlooks kind of old
and a little tired.

This kind of personality suits
him justfine in an intense action
movie series like “John Wick,”
where he’s a retired assassin
compelled to kill again after
the loss of his wife and puppy.
But not so much in a comedy
like “Bill & Ted.”

One thing that definitely got
an upgrade this time around
was the production quality. Or
at least the technology behind
creating the locations, along
with all the special effects.

Unfortunately, this some-
times feels like a downgrade
too.

Instead of the creative, and
frankly insane, looking sets
we saw in “Bill & Ted’s Bogus
Journey,” there’s just a lot of
green screen and computer
generated locations here.

Sure, things look nicer and
more polished this time around.
Butthatkind of takes away a bit
of the charm the originals had.

That said, I wouldn’t say any
of these caveats make this film
a poor sequel to the previous
“Bill & Ted” movies.

In alot of ways, “Bill & Ted
Face the Music” manages to
capture the wackiness, the ab-
surdity, and the pure positivity
instilled in the originals.

D e an
(Rian Gor-
don), Dun-
can, (Lewis
Gribben) and
DJ Beatroot
(Viraj Juneja) are teenage pals
from Glasgow who embark on
the character-building camping
trip known as the Duke of Edin-
burgh Award, where foraging,
teamwork and orienteering are
the order of the day.

Eager to cut loose in the
Scottish Highlands, the trio
finds themselves paired with
straight-laced Ian (Samuel
Bottomley), a fellow camper
determined to play by the rules.
After veering off-path into
remote farmland that’s worlds
away from their urban comfort
zone, the boys find themselves
hunted down by a mysterious
figure (Eddie Izzard) hell-bent
on extinguishing their futures.

I’m really not sure what to
think of this movie.

On one hand, it’s definitely
not your everyday comedy. It’s
a bit more psychotic than that.

The film follows these four
teenagers, three of whom are
delinquents who’ve all run into
trouble with the law, and Ian,
the naive yet responsible one
of the group.

They all soon discover that
these Duke of Edinburgh camp-
ing excursions are used for a
more sinister purpose and find
themselves hunted by a creepy
man who wears human skin as
a mask.

This sounds like it might be
the setup for a horror movie,
but instead it’s a dark comedy.
One that goes off the rails very
quickly.

And I don’t know. Maybe I
would have been more into this
kind of absurd morbid humor
if I enjoyed being around the
main characters more, but I
just didn’t find them remotely
likeable or even compelling.

With the possible exception
of Ian,they’re all just jerks who
only care about themselves.
They don’t change as the film
goes along, they don’t grow,
they just luck out and stumble
from one deadly scenario to
the next.

That’s fine, and there are
some laugh-out-loud moments
to be had from the sheer absur-
dity of it all, but it just wasn’t
something I enjoyed watching
for the most part.

I will say this though. I think
the filmmakers came up with
a cool way of depicting hal-
lucogenic drugs in this movie.
It was very creative, and it
definitely made me feel like
I was on acid while watching
the more psychedelic moments
in the film.

Beyond that though, I didn’t
really care for this movie.

Perhaps if you’re more into
dark comedies,especially Brit-
ish comedies, this might tickle
your funny bone a bit more than
it did mine.

As it is though, the lack of
engaging characters, along
with a somewhat off kilter
story structure, make this film
a difficult one to recommend.

There is a weariness about
life at this moment that I
haven’t felt since I was in
Iraq reporting on the war.
War reporters are used to
risk calculations, and it’s an
odd thing to get used to, but
we do it because otherwise
everything would feel too
dangerous or nothing would.
When nothing feels danger-
ous, it’s time to go home.
That’s when reporters take
risks they shouldn’t and end
up getting hurt.

It’s necessary but exhaust-
ing, having to think through
every decision.I thought once
I put my flak jacket away that
I wouldn’t be making those
kinds of calculations again.
But when I went for a haircut
recently, my first since the
pandemic started, I found
myself doing the same checks
I used to do before going on
an embed with the Army.

I sat in the quiet of the
car for a few moments to get
focused. Before I got out, |
put sanitizer on my hands
and checked my face mask
to make sure it was sealed
properly. At the door of the
salon, I looked inside to see
if everyone was wearing a
mask. When I went in and
learned my stylist was late,
I left immediately to wait
outside in the fresh air. As
people walked past, I moved
back to give us both space.

I was in the same mode
when I went on a foot patrol
with the military. It unsettled
me how easy it was to slip
back into the kind of alert-
ness, the mindset that every-
one could potentially be a
threat. If you’ve never been
to war, you might not under-
stand. In fact, if I shared this
story on social media, I'm
sure I’d hear from all sides of
a polarized America. If the
coronavirus is a war, Ameri-
cans have picked a team. But
my calculations had nothing
to do with politics.

For most reporters in a war
zone, for most soldiers even,
politics don’t enter into risk
calculations. That makes
it challenging to cover this
story, particularly when many
of our readers are making
decisions based on politics.
We can’t be divorced from
the actual experiences of our
readers because we are living
them, too. But we also can’t

doctor by the age of 40 about
acolonoscopy. My doctor has
been adamant that my sons
have colonoscopies by the
time they are 40.

There are more and more
reports of early death from
colon cancer. Television jour-
nalist Katie Couric’s husband
Jay Monahan died in 1998 at
the age of 42. Death comes to
us all by something. However,
a colonoscopy might extend
your life several years.

You may know someone
who has been impacted by
colon cancer. My father was
diagnosed with colon cancer
at age 60 but after a couple of
very serious colon surgeries
he survived to live to be 85
years old.

My mother-in-law was
diagnosed with colon cancer
and lost most of her colon in
herearly forties, butalso lived
tobe 85.WhenIwas 50,1 had
my first colonoscopy and had
several polyps removed that
were not cancerous.

Most likely if I had not had
routine colonoscopies along
the way I would be dead today.

While you are scheduling
your colonoscopy eat plenty
of fiber. When I was kid in
health class, we were taught

about the importance of eat-
ing fruit and vegetables. I
can’t underscore enough the
importance of eating broc-
coli, lots of other vegetables,
strawberries, oranges, apples
and other fruit.

Abigbowl of plain oatmeal
every morning and a handful
of walnuts is another good
choice.

We would never pour a cup
of sand in our automobile’s
gas tank. Yet, often we con-
sume food choices that do
not benefit us much and often
hurt us. Good eating choices
are vital.

There is no eternal fountain
of youth in this world. How-
ever, [ do hope we can live a
lot of more good years and
keep in mind that an ounce of
prevention is worth a pound
of cure.

afford the appearance that we
have abandoned our attempt
tobe objective in telling them.

On a recent assignment
in rural Indiana, I listened
to understand someone I
didn’t personally agree with,
although he didn’t know it
because I didn’t tell him what
I thought. I wore a mask; he
didn’t. From a distance, I
asked my questions and got
my story without getting into
a debate because that isn’t
the point of what we do. It’s
to listen.

As we cover the pandemic,
we owe it to our readers to
listen, to understand and to
seek out a diversity of opin-
ion — not to present a false
equivalency, but rather to
make certain that we aren’t
leaving out voices in our
community. We do that by
borrowing from the unspoken
manual of reporters who
covered the wars in Iraq and
Afghanistan.

We have a responsibility
to be a witness, even if do-
ing so puts us at some risk.
We can mitigate the risk by
arming ourselves — and our
staff — with the gear needed
tokeep everyone safe, by hav-
ing protocols and following
them. We can withhold our
judgment from members of
our newsroom staff who feel
skittish about certain risks.
Someone else will step up.
Not everyone in my news-
room volunteered to go to
war, and that’s OK, because
if everyone is on the front-
line, nobody is in the control
room with a landscape view.

As we move through our
communities talking to peo-
ple, we need to remind
ourselves and our staffs that
our opinion doesn’t matter.
It’s been more than a decade
since I returned from war,
and I’ve given dozens, if not
hundreds, of interviews and
speeches about my experi-
ence. [ wrote a book about it.
I'have not once publicly shared
whether I thoughtit was a good
or a bad idea for the U.S. to
invade Iraq. I haven’t shared
it in a classroom. I haven’t
talked aboutiton social media.
My opinion simply doesn’t
matter.

What matters is my experi-
ence, the stories I captured,
the voices of the people I
interviewed. We need to show

people how we do our job.
That’s different than making
ourselves central to a story,
but if we are going to keep
or earn back our community’s
trust, we need to explain the
decisions we make and what
motivates us as journalists.
We can lament the media il-
literacy in our country, how
people don’t understand the
difference between news and
editorial,but if we don’t work
to fix it, we will end up the
real losers in the war on truth
because there will be nobody
left to amplify it.

Our credibility is more
important than our bravery.
That’s something I learned
early on in my years covering
the war. We need our credibil-
ity to cover the decisions our
school districts are making to
reopen or stay remote in the
fall. We need our credibility
to cover mask mandates from
our local officials. We need
our credibility to cover the
stories of our health care and
frontline workers.

We need our credibility
to cover our emergency re-
sponders and the people they
encounter and are charged to
care for and protect. We need
our credibility to push back
against misinformation and
hoaxes, against the countless
memes that compete with our
own fact-checked reporting.

In the end, of the many
lessons I carried from the
battlefield, perhaps this is the
most important one. We need
to be vigilant in guarding our
credibility. But we also need
to make sure that we get it
right. The science is — and
will continue — to change.

We can explain to our read-
ers that science evolves as
it is tested and researched.
Policies will be made and will
be rejected to reflect both the
science, the political will of
the people making them and,
frankly, the will of the people
who put them in charge.

We serve our readers best
when we not only hold these
policymakers accountable, but
also ourselves. We serve our
readers best when we remind
them that in war, we are all
human.

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Christmas spending:
Planning ahead matters

Asof September 1st,there are
16 weekends until Christmas.
Sixteen Saturdays to do all of
your holiday shopping, gift
wrapping, baking and more.

While it might seem fairly
distant, it won’t be long before
our communities are adorned
with holiday cheer and Christ-
mas Carols fill the airways.

Your checkbook may be re-
covering from back to school
shopping, but it’s not too early
to start planning for Christmas.

Research shows that 22
percent of Americans believe
Christmas spending will leave
them in debt and over 60
percent admit to buying their
gifts less than a week before
the holiday.

By planning ahead and
starting early, you can reduce
the risk of going into debt this
season.

Here are a few tips to get
you started on your holiday
shopping.

* Set your overall spending
budget. If you are already
struggling with debt, be care-
ful about how much you set to
spend on Christmas gifts.

Look at how much you spent

last year. Is it reasonable to
spend the same oreven increase
your budget, or do you need to
cut your cost this year?

Just before the Trail of
Tears, the Ponca Tribe was
primarily located in Nebraska
after migrating from the Great
Lakes area. They had entered
the Northern Plains during the
1700’s.

The Ponca first came in con-
tact with the U.S. government
about 1804 in Nebraska,during
the Lewis and Clark expedition.

In 1817,they made their first
treaty with the U.S. govern-
ment.

“Which was basically let’s
be friends with each other,
that’s all it was, like a one-page
treaty,” Littlecook said.

In 1825, the next treaty took
away some of the Ponca land
in exchange for protection
and gave more power over the
tribe to the U.S. government.
In 1858, the Ponca lost more
land, and gave the govern-
ment rights to build roads and
ports on Ponca land to increase
protection.

One of the final treaties was
negotiated in 1865.

“By that time the Ponca just
had one little chunk of land
that had their burial grounds
on it and also had their fields...
which the government consid-
ered areward, which is kind of
ironic,” Littlecook said.

The U.S. government then
granted land to the Sioux
tribe that the Ponca already
occupied. By 1868, the Ponca
were being outnumbered by
the Sioux because of the ad-
vantages the Sioux had with
weapons from the government.

During the next 10 years, the
Ponca sent several delegations

to Washington, D.C., to try
to rectify the problems with
their land.

The solution presented was
to offer the Ponca tribe land
in Oklahoma Territory. But
when Ponca chiefs came to
scoutout the land in 1877, they
found nothing acceptable. The
government scout sent with the
chiefs was upset that they did
not want the land, resulting in
the chiefs being stranded in
Oklahoma and having to find
theirown way back to Nebraska
in February.

By the time the chiefs made

their way back to Poncaland in
April, the government was al-
ready rounding up their people
to send them to Oklahoma
Territory.

“The first group was more
willing because they just kind
of knew it was inevitable,”
Littlecook said.

But the second, and larger,
group did not arrive in Okla-
homa Territory until July. They
would stay on the Quapaw
reservation for about a year
before relocating to the new
location that is now a part of
Ponca City.

“Within three years of com-
ing here, based on the diseases
they caught just by not being
acclimated to this area, they
lost probably about a third of
the tribe,” said Littlecook.

The Ponca encountered
thunderstorms, tornadoes and
intense heat they were not ac-
customed to. And a lot of what
the tribe was promised was not
there once they settled.

“There weren’t any homes,
a lot of them lived in tents
which they weren’t used to,”
Littlecook said.

But that has not stopped the
growth of the tribe.

“We like to look at it like,
‘we’re still here’, after every-
thing that happened, we could
have very easily notbeen here,”
Littlecook said.
