Obesity in horses is never 
a desired condition, but espe-
cially so for animals that have 
developed equine metabolic 
syndrome (EMS), a condition 
similar to Type II Diabetes in 
people. 

Springtime can be especially 
hard for horses that suffer from 
EMS because the disorder is as-
sociated with insulin deregula-
tion that can promote increased 
fat deposition and a reduced 
ability to lose weight, said 
Kris Hiney, Oklahoma State 
University Extension equine 
specialist. 

“The lush forage that greens 
up during the spring is a lot like 
candy to horses, both in terms 
of palatability and how its sugar 
content is higher compared 
to other times of the year,” 
she said. “Even metabolically 
normal horses can gain a lot 
of weight if left to eat as much 
as they want. Horses with 
EMS that overeat spring for-
age can find themselves with 
hyperinsulinemia, an increase 
in insulin beyond what you 
would see in a metabolically 
normal horse.” 

EMS typically occurs in mid-
dle-age or older horses. Horses 
with insulin deregulation can

Agricultural Communications easily develop laminitis, an 
extremely painful condition. 
Named for the disruption of 
blood flow to the laminae 
structures within the foot, the 
problem can affect one or all 
feet, but is most often viewed in 
the front feet at the same time. 

Fighting the battle of the 
bulge can be a challenge. 
Equine management options 
include: 

• Limiting the amount of time 
horses are turned out on green 
pasture. 

• Increasing control over 
unwanted foraging by placing 
the horses in drylots.

• Using grazing muzzles, if 
necessary, as they allow the 
horse to only take small bites 
of food at a time. 

Hiney recently provided 
additional insights about man-
aging obese horses on the 
agricultural television show 
“SUNUP.” The video segment 
also is available on YouTube. 

“Horses, and ponies in par-
ticular, can develop a sense of 
how long an equine manager 
is going to leave them out on 
pasture,” Hiney said. “Once 
they learn the horse manager is 
going to take them off before 
they prefer, they adjust by eat-
ing faster. The horse manager 
has to account for their behavior

because they love that yummy 
springtime grass.” 

OSU Extension recom-
mendations are for all horses 
to get plenty of exercise. Fact 
sheets detailing research-based 
information about developing 
exercise and related feed pro-
grams for horses are available 
online through OSU Extension 
and at OSU Extension county 
offices. 

Horses suffering from foot 
problems such as laminitis 
should not be exercised until 
symptoms resolve. Hiney 
recommended owners of such 
horses should consult with their 
local veterinarian to develop 

the best possible animal health 
and well-being program for 
each specific horse. 

“As with people, a seden-
tary lifestyle combined with 
an unlimited buffet is not a 
good combination,” she said. 
“Obesity in horses is a condi-
tion that can creep up on an 
equine manager before he or 
she realizes it, so be vigilant.” 

Other problems related to 
obesity aside from insulin de-
regulation include joint health 
and thermoregulation, or the 
ability to stay cool.  Unwanted 
weight can greatly reduce an 
animal’s ability to perform and 
have a long, productive life.
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The economy of California 
is estimated at $3.2 Trillion 
meaning if it were a sovereign 
nation it would rank fifth in the 
world ahead of India and the 
UK and just behind Germany.

On a much, much smaller 
scale but along the same lines, 
the economy in Goldsby is 
more robust than 27 of the 
state’s 77 county seat towns.

This past month, the Okla-
homa Tax Commission’s sales 
tax report listed Goldsby with 
a monthly total of $165,998.

That was a higher total than 
the county seats of Custer, 
Beaver, Cimarron, Harper, 
Alfalfa, Roger Mills, Coal, 
Major, Tillman, Kiowa, Har-
mon, Delaware, Greer, Grant 
Washita, Kay, Nowata, Okfus-
kee, Osage, Pawnee, Beckham, 
Dewey, Johnston, Cotton, Jef-

ferson, Seminole and Latimer 
Counties.

The community of 2,100 
folks has several block buster 
businesses and tops Arapaho’s 
$5,473, Beaver’s $34,838, 
Boise City’s $40,104, Buffalo’s 
$18,180, Cherokee’s $56,581 
and Coalgate’s $76,146.

Also, Fairview’s $131,984, 
Frederick’s $73,998, Hobart’s 
$121,143, Hollis’ $32,941, 
Jay’s $98,361 and Mangum’s 
$47,955.

And, Medford’s, $30,898, 
Cordell’s $98,228, Newkirk’s 
$36,828, Nowata’s $102,294 
and Okemah’s $127,294.

Also, Pawhuska’s $144,151, 
Pawnee’s $72,875, Sayre’s 
$153,946, Taloga’s $3,187, 
Tishomingo’s $109,190, 
Walters’ $46,152, Waurika’s 
$46,104, Wewoka’s $81,678 
and Wilburton’s $154,918.

There are many others but 
some of the major contribu-
tors to the Goldsby sales tax 
collections include Libbby’s 
Kitchen, B&H Construction, 
Marcum’s Nursery, Equi-Mart, 
Goldsby Store, H&H Plumbing 
and Floyd’s RV.

The fight for America’s past

News from Capitol hill

Along with mathematics 
and science, study of civics 
and American history is key 
to a well-rounded education.

Indeed, when Americans 
have a deeper understanding 
of our nation’s history and 
founding principles, they be-
come more engaged citizens 
who participate in our govern-
ment the way our Founding 
Fathers intended.

It also preserves our repub-
lic and ensures a prosperous 
future for generations to 
come.

Sadly, the National Assess-
ment of Education Progress 
has reported a nearly 27-year 
proficiency decline in these 
subjects. Moreover, only nine 
states require a full year of 
civics education be included 
in high school curricula, and 
10 states do not require any 
sort of civics education at all.

The weakened ci t izen 
knowledge of our nation’s 
history and understanding of 
our unique system of gov-
ernance should alarm every 
American.

For these reasons, I joined 
in sponsoring the Civics 
Secures Democracy Act, 
aimed at strengthening and 
expanding access to civics 
and history education across 
the United States.

Unfortunately, this legisla-
tion has been conflated with 
support of a national cur-
riculum threaded with liberal 
ideologies, including critical 
race theory.

To be clear, as written, 
this bill does not impose or 
incentivize the adoption of 
any national curriculum or 
promote teaching of critical 
race theory. In fact, the leg-
islation explicitly prohibits 
such action.

Indeed, mandating use 
of a national curriculum is 
something I do not and can-
not support.

Following an exchange with 
Education Secretary Miguel 
Cardona in my appropriations 
subcommittee, I am greatly 
concerned that by the Biden 
Administration’s new guid-
ance, published in the Federal 
Register, for grant applicants 

and recipients of the existing 
American History and Civics 
Education programs.

During our discussion, 
Secretary Cardona first stated 
that curriculum decisions are 
made at the state level with lo-
cal control. However, he then 
contradicted that statement 
when he admitted that the 
U.S. Department of Education 
could condition grants on sup-
port of curricular content the 
Administration prioritizes.

I remain concerned about 
the U.S. Department of Edu-
cation’s proposed priorities 
for grant recipients of the 
American History and Civics 
Education programs. While 
the guidance does not force a 
curriculum, it indicates what 
version of history and civics 
education the Administration 
believes should be taught and 
how that could impact similar 
civics grant programs in the 
future.

In response, I sent a let-
ter last week to Secretary 
Cardona, urging the Biden 
Administration to withdraw 
its proposed priorities. While 

I certainly support strength-
ening civics and American 
history knowledge in school 
systems across the country, I 
cannot support backdoor ef-
forts to introduce critical race 
theory and elevate the widely 
disputed ideas put forward by 
the 1619 Project.

A long-form journalism 
initiative spearheaded by 
writers of the left-leaning 
New York Times, the 1619 
Project was not developed 
by trained historians and has 
been the subject of criticism 
from leading members of his-
torical academia concerning 
its credibility – so much so 
that it has required revision.

The project’s main asser-
tion is that “one of the primary 
reasons the colonists decided 
to declare their independence 
from Britain was because they 
wanted to protect the institu-
tion of slavery.”

In reducing the American 
Revolution to little more than 
a slaveholders’ rebellion, 
this project swats aside the 
weight of historical evidence 
and primary sources that run 

counter to this claim.
That the Department of 

Education would elevate du-
bious historical scholarship in 
its proposed priorities speaks 
volumes about its intended 
direction for civics education 
and the importance of politi-
cal narrative over historical 
fact.

As a former history profes-
sor and a tribal member of the 
Chickasaw Nation of Okla-
homa, I appreciate the desire 
to offer diverse perspectives 
in education and recognize 
the discrimination faced by 
minority groups throughout 
history, including members 
of my own family.

But I also know there is 
more to American history than 
just our country’s imperfec-
tions. Indeed, America has 
afforded my family, and many 
others, opportunities that ex-
ist nowhere else in the world.

Even in the face of adver-
sity and in spite of flaws, we 
can and should celebrate the 
nation, the values and the 
institutions that made the 
journey possible.

Create a garden anywhere

with straw bale gardening
By Melinda Myers

Add productive garden space 
and raise your planting bed 
with straw bale gardening. This 
technique allows you to create a 
raised bed garden on the patio, 
lawn, or poor compacted soil.

Straw bale gardening has 
been around for centuries, but 
thanks to Joel Karsten’s book 
Straw Bale Gardens it has 
gained new popularity.

All you need are a few straw 
bales, fertilizer, a bit of compost 
and time to condition, plant and 
water your garden. 

Purchase straw bales made 
from alfalfa, wheat, oats, rye 
or other cereal that have less 
weed seeds than hay. Start a 
few weeks before you plan to 
start planting.

Place bales in their perma-
nent location with the cut sides 
up and twine parallel to the 
ground. When you start the 
condition process, they become 
very heavy and hard to move.

Once the bales are in place, 
you are ready to start the con-
ditioning process. This is done 
to start the inside of the straw 

bales composting, so they will 
support plant growth.

Day one spread fertilizer over 
the tip of the bale. Use one half 
cup of a complete garden fertil-
izer or three cups of an organic 
fertilizer, like Milorganite.

The organic fertilizers feed 
the microorganisms that help 
decompose the straw into a 
nutrient rich planting medium. 
Now thoroughly moisten the 
bale with water.

Continue to thoroughly soak 
the bale every day. On days 
three and five you will also add 
more fertilizer at the same rate 
used on day one.

Days seven through nine use 
half the rate used on day one. 
This would be one quarter cup 
of a complete garden fertilizer 
or one and a half cups of an or-
ganic fertilizer. And once again 
thoroughly water the bale.

On day 10 you will add one 
cup of 10-10-10 or three cups 
of an organic fertilizer rich in 
phosphorous and potassium.  
This completes the condition-
ing process. 

Bales treated with a complete 
fertilizer should be ready to 

plant. You will likely need to 
wait a few more days when 
using an organic fertilizer.

The inside of the bale should 
be the temperature of warm 
bath water or cooler. If it is hot-
ter than this, wait for the bale 
to cool a bit before planting.

Use a trowel to pry open 
a hole in the bale. Place the 
transplant in the hole and cover 
the roots with potting mix or 
compost.

Create a planting bed for 
seeds by covering the bale 
with a one- to two-inch-thick 
layer of planting mix. Follow 
the planting directions on the 
back of the seed packet.

Regular watering is critical 
for success with this method.

Soaker hoses or drip irriga-
tion make this an easier task. 
You can also use gallon milk 
jugs with holes in the bottom 
or inverted 2-liter soda bottles 
placed near the base of each 
plant to provide water where 
it is needed.

Grocery meat counters are 
filled with beef steaks labeled 
Choice, and while many con-
sumers rightfully associate the 
label as a good choice for grill-
ing or the stovetop, they might 
not be familiar with industry 
quality standards behind the 
designation. 

A beef steak’s tenderness, 
juiciness and flavor all affect 
its palatability, or the degree 
to which food and fluids are 
deemed desirable and satisfy-
ing to a person’s palate, said 
Earl Ward, Oklahoma State 
University Extension area live-
stock specialist for northeastern 
Oklahoma.  

Those aspects are worth 
closer consideration by in-
dustry producers as well as 
consumers: More than 98 per-
cent of American households 
purchased meat in 2020, and 
43 percent of Americans now 
buy more meat than before the 
pandemic, according to the 
2021 Power of Meat report 
conducted on behalf of the Food 
Industry Association.  

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture has set quality 
grades that evaluate factors that 
could affect the palatability of 
the steak. 

“Beef carcass quality grades 
such as Choice are based off 
the degree of marbling – the 
amount of fat within the lean 
tissue of the muscle – and 
carcass maturity,” Ward said.

Agricultural Communications “Marbling is the single greatest 
factor to a steak’s palatability 
and is determined by an ani-
mal’s diet and genetics.” 

The USDA quality grades 
Prime, Choice and Select ac-
count for 90 percent to 95 per-
cent of beef steaks in grocery 
meat counters.

However, there are also beef 
quality grades of Standard, 
Commercial, Utility, Cutter 
and Canner.

The latter five grades are 
for more mature carcasses, 
typically animals older than 42 
months of age when harvested. 
Thus, any steak labeled Prime, 
Choice or Select likely comes 
from an animal less than 42 
months old. 

Key takeaways of the three 
most dominant beef quality 
grades commonly purchased 
by consumers include: 

• Prime—the highest-quality 
grade available. It contains the 
most marbling and, if prepared 
correctly, what numerous stud-
ies have found to be the most 
flavorful eating experience 
compared with other beef 
steaks.

Steaks of this grade are 
quickly bought by five-star res-
taurants and upscale wholesal-
ers. About 5 percent of young 
American cattle are graded as 
USDA Prime. 

• Choice—a high-quality 
steak that contains less mar-
bling than Prime but is still 
very flavorful, tender and juicy 
when prepared properly. The

amount of marbling can vary 
widely.

Depending on the cut, a 
Choice steak may require 
slower cooking or a marinade 
to bring out its tenderness and 
flavor, compared to a Prime cut.

The most-commonly-pur-
chased type of steak at gro-
cery stores, approximately 60 
percent to 65 percent of young 
American cattle grade USDA 
Choice. 

• Select—formerly called 
Good, it still represents a qual-
ity meal. The reduced amount 
of marbling will be noticeable 
by simple visual inspection, 
compared to Prime or Choice 
steaks. Select cuts most often 
are either marinated or braised 
to achieve the best eating ex-
perience.

Select steaks also benefit 
from longer cooking times at 
lower temperatures. Approxi-
mately 25 percent of the young 
American cattle grade USDA 
Select. 

Standard and Commercial 
grades of beef are typically sold 
as ungraded or as store brand 
meat. Utility, Cutter and Canner 
grades of beef are seldom sold 
as steaks at retail outlets but are 
instead used to make ground 
beef or processed products. 

“If you want a great steak, 
start by picking up a high-
quality cut of beef, fire up the 
grill, add some salt and pepper, 
and enjoy the flavors provided 
by its juiciness and marbling,” 
Ward said.

1 tsp. Worcestershire

The COVID-19 pandemic 
has been stressful, leaving 
adults to navigate new roads 
of job loss, the loss of loved 
ones, health concerns and 
social isolation.

However, adults aren’t the 
only ones dealing with all 
of these emotions, said Ra-
chel Morse, Oklahoma State 
University Extension’s new 
youth mental health specialist 
with the Oklahoma 4-H Youth 
Development program.

“Today’s youth have been 
facing unprecedented chal-
lenges for more than a year, 
including online learning, 
social isolation and just the 
stress of uncertainty,” said 
Morse, who is housed in the 
Oklahoma County OSU Ex-
tension office.

“This is on top of issues 
they often were encountering 
on a daily basis before the 
pandemic, such as diversity, 
equity and inclusion. My role 
as a mental health specialist is 
to build a youth mental health 
education program that can 
be utilized by youth, Exten-
sion educators, parents and 
members of the community,” 
she continued.

More than 80 percent of 
Oklahoma 4-H’ers view men-
tal health as a significant is-
sue and are calling for more 
discussion that is open and 
honest, said Steve Beck, state 
4-H program leader with the 
Oklahoma 4-H Youth Devel-
opment program at OSU.

“We’re excited to have Ra-
chel on board in this position 
to help teach our club members

youth life skills that will help 
them be more resilient and 
better able to cope, as well as 
identify and assist other youth 
who may be in crisis,” he said.

Morse said new cultural 
stressors youth are experienc-
ing can spill over into their 
relationships with friends and 
family, as well as compound 
other problematic situations. 
Stress can affect youth emo-
tionally, physically and so-
cially.

The list of examples she 
cited is not exhaustive and 
may include signs that cross 
categories, such as experimen-
tation with drugs or alcohol.

Morse said OSU Extension 

has the unique ability to reach 
youth across the state, espe-
cially rural youth. Extension 
recognizes that mental health 
education and programming is 
part of building a whole and 
healthy young person.

“My role, as a youth mental 
health specialist, is to build a 
youth mental health education 

program that can be utilized by 
youth, Extension educators, 
parents and really, anyone in 
the community,” she said.

“I’m building relationships 
with mental health entities and 
youth serving organizations 
within the community, starting 
locally in Oklahoma City,” she 
said. “Through this new posi-
tion, Extension is building on 
our great ability to partner and 
resource in order to find the 
best programming and tools to 
aid our young people.”

Although the program is still 
under development, Morse 
said she envisions it having 
youth-led, peer-to-peer events 
and programs so participants 
can learn from other youth.

She also plans to build a 
cohort of OSU Extension edu-

cators who are acquainted with 
curriculum and community 
based resources to utilize and 
refer youth who are needing 
assistance. 

For example, a 4-H volun-
teer and Extension educator 
may collaborate to present 
information about an inter-
vention system referred to 
as Question-Persuade-Refer 
(QPR) to help spot signs of 
suicide.

Also, teen volunteers may 

do a program for younger 
children on mindfulness, the 
skill of being aware of self 
and those around us. 

“These opportunities for our 
teen leaders will help them 
build their leadership and other 
life skills while providing im-
portant information to younger 
club members,” Morse said.

“Extension can really ad-
dress issues that our youth 
encounter on a daily basis, 
such as diversity, equity and 
inclusion. Our young people 
want to be leaders in this 
movement, and they also want 
to see OSU Extension address 
and enhance our program ar-
eas,” she concluded.

And, when you stop and 
think, that puts a whole dif-
ferent twist on our “jus’ when 
you thought you’d seen it all” 
thought, doesn’t it!

Masks 
can be provided if you do not 
have one We continue to be 
cautious. Hand sanitizer will 
be available.

God again asks, “Why are 
you here, Elijah?” Elijah again 
uses the very same words in his 
reply, but I think his answer is 
more of a factual recounting of 
what had occurred rather than 
complaining. God then outlines 
what he wants Elijah to do, with 
all the contingent happenings. 

The message I get is: Eli-

jah needed to be built up and 
encouraged. He needed to be 
reminded of the greatness of 
God and the importance of his 
mission. Sometimes we forget 
these things too. Why are we 
here?

We get busy and neglect to 
touch base with God. We don’t 
always notice the strength of 
God in the stillness. We asso-
ciate power in the loudness of 
thunder, the flash of lightning, 
the roar of floods, the crashing 
of destruction. Yet truth might 
be held in the silence following 
those symbols.

When we reach out to God, 
we come away with renewed 
purpose, just like Elijah.

We return to our mission.

Our mission may not be as 
clear as Elijah’s. It may even 
change from day to day. But in 
connecting with God as often as 
we can, the answer may be in 
answering “Why are you here?”
