Gas prices fall slightly this week

Firefighters host Memorial 
Run this Saturday

A time-honored tradi-
tion for kids and teenagers 
continues this summer 
with the Boy & Girls Clubs 
of West Central Missouri 
summer program. 

The summer program 
provides activities for chil-
dren from kindergarten 
through teenagers, with 
the Parkview Elementa-
ry site for kindergarten 
through fourth grade and 
the First Baptist Church 
site for fifth grade and up. 

Communications Di-
rector Emily Schmidt said 
that they host a 10-week 
summer program every 
summer to give them 
something to do during 
the day but also give them 
academic time, reading 
time and playtime.

“This summer we have 
a big focus on literacy,” 
Schmidt said. “Next week 
is Boys & Girls Club week 
and it is full of literacy 
projects. We are going 
to have celebrity readers 

come and Dress-up Days.” 
In February, the club 

received a $24,000 grant 
from The Simmons First 
Foundation that helped 
launch a new literacy pro-
gram for the club. 

“Other than that we do 
a lot of outside play, sci-
ence experiments, cooking 
programs, a lot of art, lots 
of hands-on, messy play,” 
Schmidt said. “Flag foot-
ball starts next week which 
is in partnership with the 
(Kansas City) Chiefs.”

Skyline Director Vicki 
Hart said that the club 
has almost 200 kids every 
day once summer school 
releases. This number is 
pretty high for the pro-
gram which excites the 
directors because they 
love to see kids during the 
summer program. 

As the summer goes on, 
the number of kids at the 
program fluctuates due 
to family vacations and 
sign-up being open for all 
10 weeks.

The U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers has begun the 
process of updating Harry 
S. Truman Lake’s Master 
Plan for the first time since 
October 1988. Public com-
ments can be submitted 
until July 1.

“The Master Plan is the 
strategic land use man-
agement document that 
guides our management 
and development of the 
project’s recreational, nat-
ural and cultural resources 
throughout the life of the 
project,” Truman Lake’s 

Park Manager Bradly 
Wright said. “The Master 
Plan guides efficient and 
cost-effective management, 
development and the use of 
our grounds.”

The last time the plan 
was changed was in Octo-
ber 1988. A revision means 
bringing Truman Lake up 
to date on procedures, poli-
cies and regulations while 
also considering future 
recreational use and trends. 

“Maybe there’s some-
thing, some need or 
recreational trend that’s 
changed over the years,” 
Wright said.

Saturday will be the 
12th Annual Firefighters 
Memorial Ride hosted by 
Sedalia Firefighters 103.

Over the last week, gas 

prices have fallen slightly 

from record highs but 
remain at a high point, 
stretching the pocketbooks 
and wallets of Americans. 
Although prices have fall-
en below $5 a gallon, they 
still will be at the highest 
rates this season for the 
Fourth of July. 

The week is seeing a 
slight decrease in gasoline 
prices, with the average 
costs in Missouri fall-
ing 1.3 cents per gallon, 

averaging $4.70 a gallon 
on Monday, according 
to GasBuddy's survey of 
3,940 stations in Missouri. 
On Thursday, in Sedalia, 
gas prices ranged from 
$4.59 to $4.64.

On Thursday, accord-
ing to GasBuddy's annual 
summer travel survey, 
of the 58% of Americans 
planning to take a road 
trip this summer, 33% 
planned to travel specif-

ically on Independence 
Day weekend. This will be 
the second most popular 
travel weekend of the 
summer, following Me-
morial Day. And though 
many will hit the road 
for the upcoming holiday 
weekend, 70% of drivers 
said they changed their 
summer trip plans because 
of high gas prices, a 52% 
increase from last year.

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Amazon's Alexa could soon 
mimic voice of dead relatives

AP- Amazon’s Alexa 
might soon replicate the 
voice of family members - 
even if they’re dead.

The capability, unveiled at 
Amazon’s Re:Mars con-
ference in Las Vegas, is in 
development and would 
allow the virtual assistant to 
mimic the voice of a specific 
person based on a less than a 
minute of provided record-
ing.

Rohit Prasad, senior vice 
president and head scientist 
for Alexa, said at the event 
Wednesday that the desire 
behind the feature was to 
build greater trust in the 
interactions users have with 
Alexa by putting more “hu-
man attributes of empathy 
and affect.”

“These attributes have be-
come even more important 
during the ongoing pan-
demic when so many of us 
have lost ones that we love,” 
Prasad said. “While AI can’t 
eliminate that pain of loss, 
it can definitely make their 
memories last.”

In a video played by 
Amazon at the event, a 
young child asks “Alexa, can 
Grandma finish reading 

me the Wizard of Oz?” 
Alexa then acknowledges 
the request, and switches to 
another voice mimicking 
the child’s grandmother. The 
voice assistant then contin-
ues to read the book in that 
same voice.

To create the feature, 
Prasad said the company 
had to learn how to make a 
“high-quality voice” with a 
shorter recording, opposed 
to hours of recording in a 
studio. Amazon did not pro-
vide further details about the 
feature, which is bound to 
spark more privacy concerns 
and ethical questions about 
consent.

Amazon’s push comes 
as competitor Microsoft 
earlier this week said it was 
scaling back its synthetic 
voice offerings and setting 
stricter guidelines to “ensure 
the active participation of 
the speaker” whose voice 
is recreated. Microsoft said 
Tuesday it is limiting which 
customers get to use the ser-
vice -- while also continuing 
to highlight acceptable uses 
such as an interactive Bugs 
Bunny character at AT&T 
stores.

Reports: Six people die in 
helicopter crash in West Virginia

LOGAN, W.Va. (AP) 
— A Vietnam-era heli-
copter that carried tour-
ists over West Virginia 
crashed and burned, 
killing all six people on 
board, authorities said.

The Federal Aviation 
Administration said 
the Bell UH-1B “Huey” 
helicopter crashed 
along Route 17 in Logan 
County about 5 p.m. 
Wednesday.

All six people on 
board were killed, said 
Ray Bryant, chief of 
operations for Logan 
County emergency 
ambulance service au-
thority. The helicopter 
crashed in clear weather 
on a highway near the 
local airport, he said.

“The entire cab of it 

was on fire,” Bryant said 
in a phone interview 
Thursday.

“It was recognized by 
the first responders as 
being a helicopter from 
this area because we see 
it a lot,” he said.

The crash occurred 
during an annual 
reunion for helicopter 
enthusiasts at MAR-
PAT Aviation in Logan. 
It was scheduled to 
begin Tuesday and end 
Sunday, according to 
MARPAT’s website.  

During the event, 
visitors could sign up to 
ride or fly the historic 
helicopter, described 
by organizers as one of 
the last of its kind still 
flying.

The helicopter was 

flown by the 114th As-
sault Helicopter Com-
pany, “The Knights of 
the Sky,” in Vinh Long, 
Vietnam, throughout 
much of the 1960s, 
according to MARPAT. 
After the Huey returned 
to the U.S. in 1971, it 
was later featured in 
movies like “Die Hard, 
“The Rock” and “Bay-
watch."

Neither reunion 
organizers nor MAR-
PAT officials returned 
requests for comment 
Thursday.

The crash was near 
the Battle of Blair 
Mountain historic sites, 
where a deadly clash 
erupted a century ago as 
thousands of coal min-
ers marched to unionize 

in West Virginia.
Bobbi Childs, who 

lives nearby, saw smoke 
and flames and got close 
enough to see a man 
who was trapped.

“I saw that there was 
a guy trapped, I guess 
the captain. I tried to 
get down to the door 
where he was at. You 
could see him plain as 
day. I tried to get to 
him, but the fire was 
too hot. I couldn’t get 
to him,” Childs told 
WOWK-TV.

The road was expect-
ed to remain closed for 
at least 24 hours. The 
FAA and the National 
Transportation Safety 
Board will investigate.

Elon Musk's daughter granted 
legal name, gender change

LOS ANGELES (AP) 
— A California judge 
has approved a request 
by Tesla CEO Elon 
Musk’s adult daughter 
to change her name 
and gender on her birth 
certificate.

Vivian Jenna Wilson 
filed the petition in Los 
Angeles County Supe-
rior Court the day after 
turning 18 in April.

She listed gender 
identity and an appar-
ent dislike of her father, 
as the reason for the 
change.

“I no longer live with 
or wish to be related to 

my biological father in 
any way, shape or form,” 
she wrote on the peti-
tion.

Judge Rafael Ongkeko 
approved the petition 
Wednesday in the Santa 
Monica courthouse after 
no one objected to the 
change. A hearing that 
had been scheduled for 
Friday was canceled. The 
court order said a new 
birth certificate would 
be issued reflecting the 
change.

Vivian will now legal-
ly use the last name of 
her mother, Canadian 
author Justine Wilson, 

who was married to 
Musk from 2000 to 2008.

The couple had five 
children, the oldest of 
which died as an in-
fant. Vivian has a twin 
brother.

Musk has been mar-
ried three times, includ-
ing twice to “Westworld” 
actress Talulah Riley. He 
has two young children 
with the singer Grimes.

On Father’s Day, Musk 
tweeted: “I love all my 
my kids so much.”

Musk, 50, who is 
currently trying to buy 
Twitter for $44 billion, 
has previously said he 

supports transgender 
people, though he was 
criticized for dismiss-
ing the use of different 
pronouns.

“I absolutely sup-
port trans, but all these 
pronouns are an esthetic 
nightmare,” he tweeted 
in December 2020.

In July 2020, he tweet-
ed “Pronouns suck.”

The Associated Press 
attempted to reach 
Vivian Jenna Wilson for 
comment but phone calls 
were not answered and 
text messages were not 
immediately returned.

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Prices in Missouri are 49.1 
cents per gallon higher than a 
month ago and stand $1.95 a 
gallon higher than a year ago. 
The price of diesel has risen 
2.6 cents nationally in the 
past week and stands at $5.80 
per gallon.

 According to GasBuddy 
price reports, the cheapest 
station in Missouri was 
priced at $4.23 a gallon on 
Sunday, while the most 
expensive was $5.39 a gallon, 
a difference of $1.16. 

The national average price 
of gasoline has fallen 4.2 cents 
per gallon in the last week, 
averaging $4.97 on Monday. 
The national average is up 
37.3 cents per gallon from a 
month ago and stands $1.92 a 
gallon higher than a year ago, 
according to GasBuddy data 
compiled from more than 11 
million weekly price reports 
covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

Mid-Missouri prices 
range from $4.57 a gallon in 
Kansas City, which is down 
3.4 cents per gallon from last 
week's $4.61; $4.65 a gallon in 
Topeka, Kansas, up 1 cent per 
gallon from last week's $4.64; 
to $4.90 a gallon in St. Louis, 
down 1.6 cents per gallon 
from last week's $4.92.

On Wednesday, GasBuddy 
reported that President Biden 
announced his desire to halt 
the federal gas tax for three 
months, potentially leading 
to an 18.4-cent decline in gas 

prices to offer relief. If the 
tax is suspended, prices at 
the pump could drop even 
further this summer, saving 
American drivers collectively 
about $70 million per day 
while the average motorist 
saves $25-$70 over three 
months.

To save money on gas 
while traveling, GasBuddy 
recommends drivers shop 
around for the best prices, 
using a price comparison 
tool like the GasBuddy app. 
Drivers can also stretch gas 
dollars farther by increasing 
fuel efficiency with better 
driving habits and proper car 
maintenance.

"Finally, some relief," 
Patrick De Haan, head of pe-
troleum analysis at GasBud-
dy, said. "For the first time in 
nine weeks, gasoline prices 
have fallen, following a broad 
sell-off in oil markets last 
week, pushing the national 
average back under the $5 
level with most states seeing 
relief at the pump.

"I'm hopeful the trend 
may continue this week, 
especially as concerns appear 
to be mounting that we may 
be on the cusp of an eco-
nomic slowdown, putting 
downward pressure on oil," 
he continued. "But the coast 
isn't yet entirely clear. We 
could see the national average 
fall another 15 to 30 cents, 
if we're lucky, by the time 
fireworks are flying, barring 
any unexpected shutdowns 
at a time when the market is 
extremely sensitive to such."

Federal regulators have 
accused Harley-David-
son and Westinghouse of 
imposing illegal warranty 
terms on customers and 
ordered them to fix their 
warranties and ensure 
that their dealers compete 
fairly with independent 
repair-makers.

The companies have 
imposed illegal warranty 
terms that voided custom-
er warranties if they used 
anyone other than the 
companies and their au-
thorized dealers to get parts 
or repairs — restricting 
their options and costing 
them more money, the 
Federal Trade Commission 
announced Thursday in 
actions against the Milwau-
kee motorcycle maker and 
MWE Investments, which 
makes Westinghouse-brand 
outdoor power generators 
and related equipment.

Under a proposed 
consent agreement with the 
agency, the companies will 
be prohibited from telling 
customers that their war-
ranties will be voided if they 
use third-party services or 
parts, or that they should 
only use branded parts or 
authorized service provid-
ers.

The companies also will 
be required to add specific 
language to their warranties 
recognizing consumers’ 
right to repair: “Taking your 
product to be serviced by a 
repair shop that is not affil-
iated with or an authorized 
dealer of (company name) 
will not void this warranty. 
Also, using third-party 
parts will not void this 
warranty.”

The companies must 
send and post notices telling 
customers that their war-
ranties will remain in effect 
even if they buy aftermarket 
parts or get service from 
independent repair-makers. 
They must direct their au-
thorized dealers to remove 
deceptive display materials, 
train employees, and not 
promote branded parts and 

dealers over third parties.
Last year, the FTC 

adopted a policy statement 
supporting the “right to 
repair” that pledged beefed-
up enforcement efforts and 
opened the way to new 
regulations. The regulators 
maintained that anti-com-
petitive restrictions have 
steered consumers into 
isolated repair networks 
or led them to replace 
products before the end of 
their useful lives. The idea 
was to make Americans 
freer to repair their broken 
cellphones, computers, 
videogame consoles or even 
tractors themselves, or to 
use independent repair 
shops.

“Consumers deserve 
choices when it comes to re-
pairing their products, and 
independent dealers de-
serve a chance to compete,” 
Samuel Levine, director 
of the FTC’s consumer 
protection bureau, said in a 
prepared statement Thurs-
day. “These orders require 
Harley and Westinghouse 
to fix their warranties, come 
clean with consumers and 
ensure fair competition 
with independent provid-
ers. Other companies that 
squelch consumers’ right to 
repair should take notice.”

Unavailable parts, 
instruction manuals and 
diagnostic software and 
tools, product design 
restrictions and locks on 
software embedded in 
devices have made many 
consumer products harder 
to fix and maintain, regu-
lators and industry critics 
say. Do-it-yourself repairs 
often require specialized 
tools, hard-to-obtain parts 
and access to diagnostic 
software that’s guarded by 
manufacturers.

“The rubber is hitting 
the road on the FTC’s new 
focus on protecting your 
right to repair," Nathan 
Proctor, senior right-to-
repair campaign director 
for U.S. Public Interest 
Research Group, said in a 
statement. “Harley-David-
son and Westinghouse are 

not the only companies that 
use the threat of a voided 
warranty to restrict repair. 
The FTC’s actions ... send 
a clear signal that it’s time 
to stop violating consumer 
rights and honor right-to-
repair protections."

Spokespeople for 
Harley-Davidson didn't 

immediately respond to 
a request for comment; 
Westinghouse spokespeople 
couldn't be reached.

The proposed consent 
agreement will be opened 
to public comment for 30 
days, after which the FTC 
will decide whether to make 
it final.

Greitens RINO video spurred threats to family, lawyer says
COLUMBIA, Mo. (AP) 

— The family of Missouri 
U.S. Senate candidate Eric 
Greitens has been subject-
ed to “serious threats” in 
the days since he released 
a violent campaign video 
in which he declares he's 
“hunting” RINOs, or Re-
publicans in Name Only, 
the lawyer for his ex-wife 
said in court Thursday.

Attorney Helen Wade 
said Sheena Greitens has 
received written threats, 
noting her email address 
is a public record because 
she’s an employee at a 
public university.

After the gun-toting 
campaign video was 
released, "she’s received 
some serious threats,” 
Wade said.

“She's scared," Wade 
added during a hearing in 
the former couple's child 
custody case. She said 
the video “has created a 
situation where others 
may perceive it as a call to 
arms."

The hearing was part of 
the case to decide whether 
custody of the couple's two 
sons should be overseen 
by a court in Missouri or 
in Texas, where Sheena 
Greitens and the boys now 
live. In a March affidavit 
as part of the case, Shee-
na Greitens accused her 
husband of verbal and 
physical abuse. 

Greitens, who resigned 
as Missouri governor in 
June 2018 after an extra-
marital affair spawned a 
criminal charge in St. Lou-
is, has repeatedly called 

the abuse allegations 
lies. He accused Sheena 
Greitens of collaborating 
with people he considers 
RINOs — Republicans 
in Name Only — such as 
Senate Minority Leader 
Mitch McConnell and 
longtime GOP operative 
Karl Rove, in an effort to 
sabotage his Senate cam-
paign.

The 38-second cam-
paign ad that dropped 
Monday shows Eric Greit-
ens brandishing a shotgun. 
An armed tactical team 
breaks into a home and 
throws what appear to be 
flash-bang grenades. Gre-
itens enters through the 
smoke and says: “Join the 
MAGA crew. Get a RINO 
hunting permit. There’s no 
bagging limit, no tagging 
limit and it doesn’t expire 
until we save our country.”

Eric Greitens said the ad 
was meant to be humorous 
and not taken literally. He 
was not at the hearing.

"I’m disappointed Eric 
isn’t here today because we 
were hoping that we would 
be able to get him to 
make a statement clearly 
denouncing the use of any 
sort of violence against my 
client,” Wade said.

Eric Greitens' attorney, 
Gary Stamper, said in 
court "it's disingenuous 
to suggest” that Greitens 
“would want harm to 
befall her.” But Stamper 
said he will talk to him 
about making a statement 
denouncing any threats of 
violence against Sheena 
Greitens and his children.

Wade said the threats 
should be taken seriously 
and referred in court to 
written threats the family 
had received. She did not 
specify how the threats 
came, whether by email, 
social media or other 

means.
“We live in a country 

where this kind of rhetoric 
has resulted in violence,” 
she said. “It’s in writing, 
`Wouldn’t it be awful if 
someone hunted down 
and killed Eric Greitens 
and his entire family. Golly 
that would be terrible. 
That’s one of them. The 
other one is so horrible 
I can’t read it aloud in 
court.”

Eric Greitens is among 
21 Republicans running 
for the Senate seat being 
vacated by incumbent Roy 
Blunt’s retirement. Most 
polling has shown Greit-
ens at or near the top of 
the field, though in close 
competition with U.S. Rep. 
Vicky Hartzler and Attor-
ney General Eric Schmitt.

Some GOP leaders fear 
that if Greitens wins the 
Aug. 2 primary, he could 
lose in November. With 
the Senate evenly divided, 
the GOP can’t afford to 
lose what would otherwise 
be a safe seat.

Greitens is a former 
Navy SEAL officer and 
Rhodes Scholar who was 
largely unknown in poli-
tics before he was elected 
governor in 2016. With 
abundant charisma, good 
looks and his military 
background, Greitens was 
seen by many as a future 
presidential contender. He 
didn’t hide his ambition, 
reserving the website Eric-
GreitensForPresident.com.

His star seemed to fade 
as fast as it rose. In January 
2018, he admitted to a 
2015 extramarital affair 
with his St. Louis hair-
dresser and a month later, 
he was indicted on an 
invasion-of-privacy charge 
that accused of taking a 
compromising photo of 
the woman.

In short order, a Mis-
souri House committee 
began investigating cam-
paign finance issues, and 
Greitens faced a second 
felony charge in St. Louis 
related to campaign fi-
nances. Both charges were 
eventually dropped. Under 
the risk of the charges be-
ing refiled, and still facing 
possible impeachment, 
Greitens resigned in June 
2018. Eric and Sheena 
Greitens divorced in 2020.

In the March affidavit, 
Sheena Greitens said her 
ex-husband demonstrat-
ed such “unstable and 
coercive behavior” as his 
political career appeared 
to be collapsing in 2018 
that steps were taken to 
limit his access to firearms.

At one point, she said, 
Eric Greitens purchased 
a gun but refused to tell 
her where it was. He also 
threatened to kill himself 
“unless I provided specific 
public political support,” 
she wrote. The behavior 
was so alarming, she 
wrote, that on three sepa-
rate occasions in February, 
April and May 2018, “mul-
tiple people other than 
me were worried enough 
to intervene to limit Eric’s 
access to firearms.”

The latest campaign 
ad sparked a pushback 
on some social media 
cites. Facebook removed 
the video "for violating 
our policies prohibiting 
violence and incitement.” 
Twitter said Greitens’ post 
violated its rules about 
abusive behavior but said 
it was leaving it up because 
it was in the “public’s in-
terest” for the tweet to be 
viewable. The company’s 
move prevented the post 
from being shared any 
further.

Lawyer leaving 1/6 panel amid 
talk of Missouri Senate run

An attorney working as 
a senior investigator for the 
U.S. House committee inves-
tigating the Jan. 6 insurrec-
tion will leave the post amid 
calls urging him to run for a 
Missouri U.S. Senate seat as 
an independent.

John F. Wood's resigna-
tion is effective Friday. The 
resignation was confirmed 
Wednesday by Steve Crim, a 
political consultant working 
with the group formed to 
back Wood as a Senate can-
didate, johnwoodformo.org.

Crim said Wood has not 
declared a Senate run but is 
exploring the possibility.

“We are encouraged by 
John’s decision to leave the 
select committee on Friday 
as an important next step 
in providing Missourians a 
principled, common-sense 
choice this November,” Crim 
said in a statement.

The committee launched 
a website on Monday urging 
Wood to run for retiring 
GOP Sen. Roy Blunt's seat. 
The website called Wood 
a “principled leader who 
has put country over party 
when the stakes are highest 
and is committed to serving 
the people of our state with 
integrity.”

The launch came the 
same day a leading Republi-
can candidate, former Gov. 
Eric Greitens, released a 
campaign video showing 
him brandishing a shotgun 
and declaring that he’s hunt-
ing RINOs, which stands for 
Republicans in Name Only. 

The ad's violent imagery 
drew strong criticism, in-
cluding from some con-
servatives, though Greitens 
contended it was meant to 
be humorous. Facebook 
took down the ad.

Former Republican 
U.S. Sen. John Danforth 
of suburban St. Louis also 
has urged Wood to run as a 
right-leaning independent. 
Wood once worked for 
Danforth's staff.

Wood, 52, served as 
U.S. attorney for Missouri’s 
Western District from 2007 
to 2009 and prior to that 
held key roles in the George 
W. Bush administration. 
He was working as general 
counsel for the U.S. Cham-
ber of Commerce when he 
stepped down in September 
to become senior investi-
gative counsel for the Jan. 6 
committee.

Republicans are skeptical 
of a third-party bid in Mis-
souri, but some acknowl-
edged there is no backup 
plan if Greitens wins the 
primary.

Danforth plans to con-
tribute $5 million from his 
political action committee 
to advertise in support of 
a campaign and is seeking 
to “raise substantially more 
to build on that donation,” 
a person familiar with 
Danforth’s decision told The 
Associated Press Wednesday. 
The person was not autho-
rized to speak on behalf of 
Danforth and confirmed 
the amount on condition of 

anonymity.
To get on the November 

ballot as an independent, 
Wood would need to submit 
petitions signed by 10,000 
registered voters by Aug. 1.

Twenty-one Republicans 
are competing in the August 
primary election. Greitens is 
considered a frontrunner de-
spite resigning as governor 
in 2018 in the midst of an 
investigation into whether 
he used a compromising 
photo to blackmail a woman 
from speaking about their 
extramarital affair.

Many Republican leaders 
fear Greitens could win the 
nomination but lose to a 
Democrat in November, 
ceding what should be a safe 
Republican Senate seat in an 
election where control of the 
Senate is on the line.

Other GOP contenders 
include Attorney General 
Eric Schmitt, U.S. Reps. 
Vicky Hartzler and Billy 
Long, Missouri Senate Pres-
ident Pro Tem Dave Schatz 
and St. Louis attorney Mark 
McCloskey. Schatz is posi-
tioning himself as a “Reagan 
Republican.” The others are 
strong supporters of former 
President Donald Trump, 
who has not yet endorsed a 
candidate in the race.

Leading Democratic 
contenders include former 
Marine Lucas Kunce and 
Trudy Busch Valentine, who 
is part of the Busch brewery 
family.

“(Sign-up) through our 
website is probably the eas-
iest way but we take kids 
all summer long,” Schmidt 
said. “Sometimes parents 
sign-up their kiddos and 
they are only here for a 
week or two when they 
need us and we’re happy to 
do that.”

Schmidt said another 
exciting thing about this 
summer is the club is serv-
ing breakfast, lunch and 
snacks thanks to Simmon’s 
Bank. 

She continued by 
explaining what she 
likes about the summer 
program and the help it 
provides. 

“I think it’s fun,” 
Schmidt said. “I think it 
gives kids some structure. 
Sometimes kids can just 
sit at home, in front of a 
T.V., just laze about but this 

gives them something fun 
and interesting while also 
learning a little bit.”

The summer program 
helps kids with summer 
learning loss, such as the 
reading levels and educa-
tion learned during the 
school year that is lost 
during the summer due 
to not having that same 
learning structure. 

“Summer slide is a 
big thing,” Schmidt said. 
“And right now, we’re 
doing reading buddies and 
they’re actually practicing 
their reading skills.”

Other classes do a 
program called “Brain 
Gain,” which gives kids the 
opportunity to continue 
science, math and other 
learning activities. 

“Disguise learning as 
fun and games,” Schmidt 
said. “One of our pillars is 
academic success, so we 
try to bring academics to 
everything they do.” 

The summer program 
will end on Aug. 12 and the 
staff will go through two 
weeks of training before 
the beginning of the school 
year.

“A lot of things have 
changed since then. We’re 
hoping we can capture 
some of those changes.”

Many of the current 
comments Wright has 
seen talk about changing 
the hours for the lake’s 
visitor center, which were 
originally changed due 
to budget cuts, but the 
scope of the Master Plan 
is actually far larger than 

regulation on when things 
are open and closed. 

“We kind of view the 
Master Plan more like 
a city planning or city 
building document,” 
Wright said. “The Master 
Plan itself is more like a 
30,000-foot view down 
towards the project.”

Wright says that in-
cludes checking if land ar-
eas around Truman Lake 
need or want any updates 
to classification, adjusting 
things to meet current 
and future recreational 
needs and even managing 
certain environmental 

aspects. 
The submission period 

for public comments ends 
July 1; however, that does 
not end the long process 
of change. According to 
Wright, comments from 
the public and stockhold-
ers will be considered, 
a draft will be made, 
submitted for people to 
comment on and then 
adjusted again. 

“We’re at step three of 
about 70 to 100,” Wright 
said. “It’s going to be 
about a year and a half

“We estimate 40 or 
$50,000 in local scholar-
ships,” Pepin said. “A lot 
of our firefighters were 
previous recipients and it 
helped them to get through 
and become firefighters. 
Some of the EMTs at PCAD 
are also recipients of that 
scholarship.”

Pepin hopes for a big 
turnout Saturday, and a pre-
sentation will be held at 9:30 
a.m. honoring the four Seda-
lia firefighters killed in the 
line of duty, William Collins, 
Edward May, Edward Shine, 
and Rickey S. Morris.

“We get everyone, all the 
city leaders usually come, the 
council members and local 
business owners will come 
out to support it,” Pepin said. 
“Depending on the weather, 
anywhere from 100 to 200 
people show up, motorcycle 
riders, people who just drive 
their cars, will come out and 
do this poker run. 

“We're going to recognize 
all the firefighters who died 
in the line of duty over the 
years protecting Sedalia,” he 
continued. “We're expecting 
a huge crowd for that, we're 

hoping somewhere in the 
three to 400 people down 
there.”

Pepin has a goal this year 
of raising more money on 
this run than has ever been 
raised for the memorial and 
scholarships.

“We have a goal to raise 
$10,000 this year,” Pepin 
said. “So we can give out 
even more scholarships. 
This ride will help us raise 
enough money to build 
additions to the wall. It's a 
big granite wall where we 
can now put the names of 
every firefighter who's ever 
worked here when they pass 
away, even if it wasn't in the 
line of duty.”

Pepin said remembering 
the fallen firefighters and 
those who passed after a life 
of dedication to Sedalia is an 
honor Firefighters Local 103 
is proud to do.

“It's one of the biggest 
honors of working here, this 
is one of the nicest firefighter 
memorials in the entire state 
and we have it,” Pepin said. 
“The fact that we're able to 
self-fund this with the help 
of the community is huge 
to us and it's huge to the 
families. 

“When somebody's 
grandfather passes away 
after serving 30 or 40 years 

for the City they don't want 
to feel like it was all for 
nothing,” he added. “We 
were humbled by what it 
means to the families of the 
firefighters.”

Head of drug 
trafficking ring 
gets 15-year 
prison sentence

The leader of a large-
scale drug trafficking 
organization that import-
ed millions of doses of 
cocaine and fentanyl to 
several U.S. states has been 
sentenced to 15 years in 
prison, federal authorities 
in Rhode Island said.

Juni Rafael 
Jimenez-Martinez, 47, 
a Dominican national 
who had previously been 

deported but was living in 
Providence, attempted to 
insulate himself from the 
drug trafficking operation 
by using people he trusted 
to carry out much of the 
organization’s day-to-day 
business, according to a 
statement from U.S. Attor-
ney Zachary Cunha.

But he oversaw and 
directed the importation, 
transportation, storage, 
and distribution of multi-
ple kilograms of drugs to 
New York City, that were 
later moved elsewhere for 
distribution, prosecutors 
said.

Plymell’s time with 
Kannapolis led to a 2-3 re-
cord, while also clinching 
three saves in five oppor-
tunities. 

His pitching has im-
proved throughout the 
Spring, going from a 27.00 
ERA in his second appear-
ance in May, gradually 
decreasing to 4.19 in his 
last trip to the mound with 
Kannapolis.

Plymell had just one 
run to his name in his  

last four games with the 
Cannon Ballers, putting 
his WHIP for June at .94.  
When Tuesday’s transac-
tion was made, Kannapolis 
held a 26-37 record.

Plymell’s advancement 
to High-A puts him with a 
Winston-Salem Dash team 
that holds a 32-31 record. 

He made his debut 
Wednesday, throwing a 
scoreless inning while 
walking one and striking 
out one.  

The Dash are a mem-
ber of the South Atlantic 
League, and sit ninth in 
terms of team pitching 
with an ERA of 4.57. 
They mark the third team 
Plymell has been a part of 
since joining the White 
Sox organization as an 
undrafted free agent last 
September. 

He began with rookie 
ball in the Arizona Com-
plex League following, 
appearing in two games 
before the offseason.

No Russians, no rankings, 
but Serena’s back!

WIMBLEDON, England (AP) — At 
least at the outset, before a tennis ball 
is struck, this edition of Wimbledon is 
as much about who — and what — is 
missing as who’s here.

And that’s even taking this into 
account: It is no small matter that the 
grass-court Grand Slam tournament 
marks the return of Serena Williams to 

singles play after a year away.
The No. 1-ranked man, Daniil Med-

vedev, was barred from competing by 
the All England Club, along with every 
other player from Russia and Belarus, 
because of the war in Ukraine.

“It’s a mistake,” International Tennis 
Hall of Fame member Martina Navrati-
lova said about the ban. “What are they 
supposed to do, leave the country? I 
wouldn’t wish that on my worst enemy.”

DENVER (AP) — Cale 
Makar and the Colorado 
Avalanche weren't all that 
interested in glancing back 
at the simmering contro-
versy over the way Game 4 
ended in overtime.

We 
just have to be ready."

The Lightning weren 
unhappy with how things 
ended in overtime on 
Wednesday night. Nazem 
Kadri, injured thumb and 
all, scored the winner on a 
shot that slipped under the 
right arm of goaltender 
Andrei Vasilevskiy.

Tampa Bay's gripe: The 
Avalanche appeared to 
have too many players on 
the ice.

A day later, Lightning 
coach Jon Cooper softened 
his stance.

"It's unfortunate but it's 
water under the bridge 
now," Cooper said. "It 
should be a hell of a Game 
5."

All Colorado needs 
is one win in three tries 
— two at home — for its 
third Stanley Cup title 
since relocating to Denver 
from Quebec in 1995-
96. The Avalanche swept 
Florida in their inaugural 
season and earned title 
No. 2 in '01 with a Game 7 
win at home over the New 
Jersey Devils.

Sprinter Richardson's speed, 
swagger returns for nationals

Sprinter Sha'Carri Richardson 
appears to have both her speed and 
swagger back for the U.S. track and 
field championships.

A victory this week at Hayward 
Field in Eugene, Oregon, and it's on 
to the world outdoor championships, 
the sport's highest-profile event 
outside of the Olympics. Richardson 
missed out on the Tokyo Games 
because of a failed drug test for 
marijuana.

Known for her flashy track suits, 
fingernail extensions and ever-chang-
ing hair colors, Richardson certainly 
doesn't lack confidence.

"Don't let the media, don't let 
people, don't let a company, try 
to stop you from shining, because 
you sunshine," Richardson said as 
cheering young fans called her name 
at a recent race in New York. "We are 
the light."

Richardson entered in both the 
100 and 200 meters at the national 

championships, which kicked off 
Thursday in the Oregon city known 
as "Track Town." If she places in the 
top three in those events, she move 
on to worlds next month, also at 
Hayward Field

Richardson garnered attention 
last summer when she won the 100 
meters at the Olympic trials, which 
determined the team for Tokyo. But 
her title was stripped after she tested 
positive shortly after the race.

She was handed a 30-day suspen-
sion that kept her out of the event in 
Tokyo, and she was also left off the 
U.S. team as part of the relay pool, 
although her suspension would've 
been completed by the time of the 
4x100 race.

She acknowledged the mistake in 
an interview with the "Today" show 
after her suspension. She said she 
used marijuana as a way of coping 
with her mother's recent death. But 
on Twitter this week she lamented 
the interview: "I wish I never did this. 
I wish I had the choice when it was 
time for me to tell my story."

A few weeks after missing out on 
racing at the Olympics, Richardson 
finished last in the 100 at the Pre-
fontaine Classic. She faced criticism 
after that August race from some of 
the more traditional corners of the 
sport that she was all talk and no 
substance.

But at this year's Pre, as it is 
known, the 22-year-old Texan 
finished second to Olympic gold 
medalist Elaine Thompson-Herah of 
Jamaica in the 100, running in a solid 
10.92 seconds.

This month at the inaugural NYC 
Grand Prix, Richardson won the 
200 in 22.38, and came in second in 
the 100 in 10.85, a season-best. And 
she did it in style, with a unique red 
fishnet track suit and rhinestones 
dotting her face.

"I feel phenomenal," she said 
afterward.

She said her pre-race hype music 
was Drake's "No Friends in the 
Industry." The lyrics even have an 
ode to her: "And I'm like Sha'Carri, 
smoke 'em on and off the track."

Ohtani strikes out career-
high 13 in Angels' win over KC

ANAHEIM, Calif. 
(AP) — Shohei Ohtani 
adheres to strict routine 
in nearly every aspect of 
his life. When his latest 
mound start was delayed 
12 minutes by a pregame 
ceremony honoring the 
Angels' 2002 World Series 
champions, his meticu-
lous preparation took a 
hit before he even threw 
a pitch.

A slightly bumpy 
beginning still led to a 
second straight incredi-
ble night for the two-way 
superstar.

Ohtani struck out a 
career-high 13 over eight 
dominant innings of two-
hit ball, and the AL MVP 
also reached base three 
times in Los Angeles' 5-0 
victory over the Kansas 
City Royals on Wednes-
day.

After giving up two 
singles to start that de-
layed first inning, Ohtani 
(6-4) retired 16 straight 
Royals and 23 of the final 
24 batters he faced. While 
matching the longest 
start of his major league 
career, he allowed just 
one baserunner over his 
final seven innings — on 
a walk that was quickly 
erased by a double play.

"I think the biggest 
thing was putting up that 
zero in the first inning 
after giving up those first 
two hits," Ohtani said 
through his translator. "I 
was able to do that, and it 
set the tone for the game. 
I wanted to go as long as I 
could, but I wasn't really 
thinking about the pitch 
count early in the game."

With the backdrop of a 
rare Southern California 
lightning storm illumi-
nating the sky far beyond 
center field at the Big A, 
Ohtani also had a single 
and two walks at the plate 
in his latest electrifying 
two-way performance.

One night after Ohtani 
hit two three-run hom-
ers and drove in a ca-
reer-high eight runs in 
an extra-inning loss, he 
set a new personal best 
for strikeouts by fanning 
Emmanuel Rivera on his 
108th and final pitch.

"He just put us on his 
back," Angels interim 
manager Phil Nevin said. 
"I thought about taking 
him out going into the 

eighth, and he was ada-
mant: 'No. This is mine. 
I'm staying.' ... What a 
day. What a performance 
by him."

David MacKinnon got 
his first major league hit 
with an RBI single in the 
seventh for the Angels, 
who avoided a series 
sweep with their fourth 
victory in six games over-
all. Luis Rengifo had an 
RBI double in the seventh 
before scoring on that 
single to right by MacK-
innon, who got his first 
career RBI two innings 
earlier with a sacrifice fly.

After scoring 18 runs 
in the previous two games 
at Angel Stadium, the 
Royals were shut out for 
the second time in four 
days and the 10th time 
this season. Kansas City 
still has won five of seven.

"That was a display," 
Royals manager Mike 
Matheny said. "It's a 
very unique repertoire 
of pitches. I don't think 
you're going to find as 
many guys with as many 
weapons as what we saw 
today. He was throwing 
three different sliders, 
plus a cutter and a curve. 
When the split started 
going, that's when the 
strikeouts really started to 
happen, and he's got 100 
(mph) in the tank that he 
hardly ever showed. ... It's 
going to be a tough day at 
the plate."

Ohtani is unbeatable 
on the mound lately, al-
lowing just one run in his 
last 20 innings over three 
starts. In his most recent 
home start two weeks ago, 
he pitched seven innings 
of one-run ball and also 
homered in a victory 
that snapped the Angels' 
franchise-record 14-game 
skid.

Whit Merrifield and 
Andrew Benintendi 
singled in the Royals' 
first two at-bats against 
Ohtani, but he subse-
quently set down every 
batter he faced until 
Merrifield drew a one-
out walk in the sixth — 
and Benintendi quickly 
grounded into a double 
play.

Ohtani's fastball topped 
99 mph twice in the 
second half of his start 
while he baffled Kansas 
City, getting a whopping 
34 combined strikes on 
swing-and-misses or 
called strikes.

Daniel Lynch (3-7) 
wasn't as effective for the 
Royals early on, but the 
left-hander resourcefully 
shut down the Angels 
until they loaded the 
bases in the fifth on two 
walks and an infield sin-
gle. Lynch, who left after 
MacKinnon's sacrifice fly, 
gave up three hits and five 
walks on a career-high 
104 pitches.

Mike Trout got a 
rest day for the Angels, 
leaving their struggling 
lineup decidedly lacking 
punch. But MacKinnon 
came through as the 
team's improbable clean-
up hitter, getting first ma-
jor league hit after getting 
called up last weekend for 
his MLB debut.

MacKinnon was 
pleased by his break-
through swings, but other 
aspects of the game also 
thrilled him.

"I got to play the field 
behind Shohei and see 
how good he is," MacKin-
non said. "It's crazy being 
here."

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The two professional 
tours reacted by pulling 
their ranking points from 
Wimbledon, an unprec-
edented move in a sport 
built around the rankings 
in so many ways. In turn, 
some athletes opted not 
to show up, including 
2014 runner-up Eugenie 
Bouchard and four-time 
major champion Naomi 
Osaka.

For others, though, it 
was a no-doubt-about-
it decision to show up. 
This is, after all, Wim-
bledon, with its unique 
surface and long-standing 
traditions, its powerful 
prestige and — let’s face 
it — tens of millions in 
prize money.

“It’s definitely hard to 
swallow that there are no 
points. I’m not going to sit 
here and tell you I’m hap-
py about it. But the cards 
are dealt. At the end of 
the day, if I tell my mom 
I’m not playing Wimble-
don, she’d be like, ‘Are you 
nuts?!’ So I’m going to go, 
no doubt,” said Frances 
Tiafoe, an American who 
is seeded 24th in the 
men’s field. “It’s out of 
everybody’s hands. It’s a 
tough situation, a crazy 
time. And it’s not just 
about you. It’s not a ‘Why 
me?’ problem.”

There were rumors 
among players that prize 
money would be cut, too, 
prompting one, Fabio 
Fognini, to joke that 
he’d be thankful for that 
because — without any 
ranking points available 
and with less cash on offer 
— he’d head to an island 
for some vacation time 
with his wife, 2015 U.S. 
Open champion Flavia 
Pennetta, and their young 
children.

But it turned out that’s 
all that was — a rumor: 
The All England Club 
wound up announcing it 
would provide a record 
total of about 40 million 
pounds ($50 million) in 
player compensation.

There are other import-
ant names staying away 
for different reasons.

Reigning women’s 
champion Ash Barty 
retired in March at age 25. 
Eight-time men’s cham-
pion Roger Federer still 
has not returned from the 
latest in a series of knee 
operations; he has not 
participated in any tour-
nament since last year’s 
Wimbledon. No. 2-ranked 
Alexander Zverev is side-
lined after tearing liga-
ments in his right ankle at 
the French Open.

Also gone in 2022 at 
Wimbledon, for the first 
time in its lengthy his-
tory: a scheduled day off 
on the middle Sunday (so 

what had been a 13-day 
tournament becomes a 
full two-week event).

Ah, but guess who’s 
back? Yes, Williams, 
thanks to a wild-card in-
vitation, bringing enough 
star power to fill the spot-
light for however long she 
remains in the bracket.

The owner of seven 
championships at the All 
England Club — and 23 
from all majors, a re-
cord for the professional 
era — last competed in 
singles in June 2021, 
when she slipped on the 
slick Centre Court grass 
and injured her right leg, 
forcing her to stop in the 
first set of her first-round 
match.

Williams made a sur-
prise appearance in dou-
bles with Ons Jabeur on 
grass at Eastbourne this 
week, but the 40-year-old 
American will not have 
played singles before next 
week.

If Williams can crank 
up her best-in-the-game 
serve and move well 
enough to stay in points 
until she can end them 
with her stinging ground-
strokes, who knows what 
she’ll be able to do? Plus, 
she has made a habit of 
winning matches soon af-
ter returning from lengthy 
absences.

Also planning to play 
is Rafael Nadal, who is 
halfway to a calendar-year 
Grand Slam for the first 
time after winning the 
Australian Open in Janu-
ary and the French Open 
this month. The latter 
title, his 14th in Paris and 
men’s-best 22nd at a ma-
jor, came despite chronic 
pain in his left foot, which 
made the 36-year-old 
Spaniard question wheth-
er he could be at the All 
England Club — or con-
tinue at all.

This fortnight will 
not lack for story lines, 
certainly. French Open 
champion and top-ranked 
Iga Swiatek enters on a 
35-match winning streak. 
Novak Djokovic bids 
for a fourth consecutive 
championship at Wimble-
don and 21st Grand Slam 
trophy overall, knowing 
that, as things currently 
stand, he will not be able 
to go to the U.S. Open 
in August because he is 
not vaccinated against 
COVID-19. And this 
marks the centenary of 
the current Centre Court, 
which made its debut in

Back then, Hall of 
Fame forward Joe Sakic 
was leading the charge on 
the ice.

Now, his fingerprints 
are all over this fast-fly-
ing team as the general 
manager.
