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Will abortion be on more state 
ballots after Kansas vote?

TOPEKA, Kan. (AP) 
— Abortion opponents 
were shocked and abor-
tion rights advocates 
energized by a decisive 
statewide vote in heavily 
Republican Kansas this 
week in favor of protect-
ing abortion access, yet 
it's not likely to translate 
into new abortion votes 
across the U.S. in the 
November election.

Four other states — 
California, Kentucky, 
Michigan and Vermont 
— could have votes in 
November on abortion 
access, and a fifth, Mon-
tana, is voting on a mea-
sure that would require 
abortion providers to give 
lifesaving treatment to 
a fetus that is born alive 
after a botched abortion. 
Opponents argue federal 
law already offers those 
protections. No other 
abortion initiatives are 
likely to make a state's 
November ballot.

The Kansas vote was 
the first test of public 
feeling about abortion 
rights since the U.S. Su-
preme Court overturned 
Roe v. Wade in late June, 
and it upended political 
assumptions.

Voters rejected a 
proposed amendment to 
the Kansas Constitution 
declaring that it grants 
no right to abortion. That 
would have opened the 
door for the GOP-con-
trolled Legislature to 
further restrict or ban 
abortion and nullify a 
2019 decision by the Kan-
sas Supreme Court that 
access is a "fundamental" 
right under the state's Bill 
of Rights.

HOW WAS THE 
OUTCOME OF THE 
KANSAS VOTE A SUR-
PRISE?

Abortion rights 
supporters prevailed by 
nearly 18 percentage 
points in the Republican 
state with deep ties to the 
anti-abortion movement. 
They took the outcome as 
confirmation that pre-
serving access to abortion 
is popular.

Officials with several 
national abortion rights 

groups argued that the 
vote shows it's a mistake 
for Democrats in red 
states like Kansas to avoid 
talking about abortion 
and that support for 
abortion rights can drive 
voters to the polls. In 
Kentucky, donations to 
the abortion rights cause 
poured in immediately, 
said Tamarra Wieder, 
state director for Planned 
Parenthood Alliance 
Advocates.

The election in Kansas 
coincided with the state's 
primary. Over the previ-
ous 10 years, turnout for 
a mid-term primary has 
averaged less than 26%, 
with Republicans casting 
twice as many ballots as 
Democrats.

But turnout for this 
election topped 45% — 
almost 915,000 voters 
— approaching levels 
normally seen during a 
fall election for governor. 
More than half of reg-
istered Democrats and 
Republicans cast ballots. 
At least 28% of registered 
unaffiliated voters, who 
couldn't vote on anything 
else on ballots on Tues-
day, voted on the pro-
posed amendment.

The outcome also 
suggested that a sizeable 
number of Republicans 
voted against the pro-
posed amendment.

"Three things in Kansas 
are really important to 
note: One, the depth 
of the victory; two, the 
amount of increased voter 
turnout, and three, that it 
happened in an off-year 
midterm election," said 
Kristen Rowe-Finkbeiner, 
CEO of MomsRising, an 
advocacy group that sup-
ports abortion rights.

Abortion opponents 
argued that the vote was 
a temporary setback and 
vowed to keep electing 
anti-abortion candidates.

CAN EITHER SIDE 
RUSH TO PUT A QUES-
TION TO VOTERS IN 
MY STATE IN NOVEM-
BER?

Likely not. For one 
thing, deadlines to do it 
have passed in the half 
of U.S. states that allow 
voters to put questions on 
the ballot without going 
through the Legislature.

In Ohio, the Democrat-
ic nominee for governor, 

Nan Whaley, has called 
for putting an abortion 
rights measure on the bal-
lot as early as next year, 
and efforts have started 
in Colorado and South 
Dakota for 2024. In Iowa, 
GOP lawmakers have 
taken the first step toward 
putting an anti-abortion 
measure on the ballot in 
2024.

In Kansas, anti-abor-
tion lawmakers anticipat-
ed voters approving their 
measure.

BUT THERE ARE 
VOTES IN SOME 
STATES IN NOVEM-
BER?

Yes, but those efforts 
were all underway before 
the Kansas vote.

Legislators in Cali-
fornia and Vermont put 
measures to protect abor-
tion rights on the ballot, 
and Kentucky lawmakers 
have a measure on the 
ballot similar to the one 
that failed in Kansas.

In Michigan, abor-
tion rights advocates 
believe they have turned 
in enough signatures to 
put an abortion rights 
amendment to the state 
constitution on the 
November ballot, but the 
signatures must still be 
counted.

The Montana referen-
dum also was initiated by 
legislators.

IN STATES ALLOW-
ING IT, WHAT DOES 
IT TAKE FOR VOTERS 
TO GET A QUESTION 
ON THE BALLOT?

They have to circulate 
petitions and collect tens 
of thousands of signatures 
from registered voters; 
the number is often a 
percentage of the vote in 
a previous election. Some 
states set requirements to 
get signatures from across 
the state, not just in one 
or two metropolitan 
areas.

In Nebraska, abortion 
opponents are focused on 
gaining one more seat in 
its one-house Legislature 
for the two-thirds major-
ity necessary to overcome 
filibusters and pass an 
abortion ban. A voter ini-
tiative there must gather 
nearly 88,000 signatures 
from at least 5% of the 
registered voters in 38 of 
its 93 counties, something 
known as the "two-fifths 

rule."
In Missouri, initiatives 

can take a year to get to 
the ballot, and in Okla-
homa, the average length 
has been more than a year 
— 64 weeks — over the 
past 10 years, according 
to the secretary of state's 
office.

"From start to finish, if 
you could get it done in 
nine months, you'd really 
be moving fast," said Am-
ber England, a political 
strategist in Oklahoma 
who has worked to get 
questions on the ballot in 
recent years.

The Ballot Initiative 
Strategy Center, which 
advises progressive 
groups on campaigning 
for ballot questions, ad-
vises that the work should 
take three years, includ-
ing building community 
relationships before even 
circulating signatures.

SO IT'S A MATTER 
OF GETTING ENOUGH 
VALID SIGNATURES 
IN THE RIGHT PLAC-
ES?

Not necessarily. There 
can be other hurdles, 
particularly if public 
officials who are players 
in the process oppose an 
initiative.

In Missouri in 2019, 
opponents of a law ban-
ning most abortions after 
eight weeks of pregnancy 
sought to get a proposed 
repeal on the ballot, but 
Secretary of State Jay 
Ashcroft, a Republican 
who opposes abortion, 
took enough time in 
vetting the language that 
supporters had only two 
weeks to gather signa-
tures. While the initia-
tive's backers sued — and 
won — the final ruling 
from the state Supreme 
Court didn't come until 
early this year.

"It was a significant 
victory," said Mallory 
Schwarz, executive direc-
tor of Pro-Choice Mis-
souri. "But we didn't get a 
do-over."

Missouri man 
charged with 
bringing gun to 
Jan. 6 riot

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— Federal authorities 
have charged a central 
Missouri man accused 
of taking a weapon with 
him to the Jan. 6 riot at 
the U.S. Capitol.

Jerod Thomas Bargar, 
36, of Centralia, was 
arrested Wednesday in 
Osage Beach, Missouri, 
the U.S. Justice De-
partment said. He was 
charged with entering 

a restricted building or 
grounds with a weapon 
and unlawful possession 
of a firearm on Capitol 
grounds or buildings, 
along with related mis-
demeanors.

Bargar is the 23rd 
Missourian charged in 
connection to the Jan. 
6 insurrection, The 
Kansas City Star report-
ed. He is not accused 
of entering the Capitol 
building.

Federal documents 
allege Bargar took a 9 
mm semi-automatic 
pistol with him to a 
rally and then to the 
Capitol. Bargar did not 

have a license to carry a 
weapon in the District 
of Columbia.

A police officer found 
the weapon on the 
ground a few minutes 
after protesters broke 
through police lines on 
the west side of the Cap-
itol, according to court 
documents.

Authorities traced 
the pistol to Bargar, 
who said he lost it after 
protesters were sprayed 
with tear gas and he 
tried to help a woman 
who had fallen.

It was not immediate-
ly clear if Bargar has an 
attorney.

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PASTOR’S PULPIT

We reproduce what we focus on

There are some strange 
stories in the Bible, and 
some are detailed accounts 
sandwiched in the middle 
of stories of general histo-
ry. Genesis 30:31-40 is one 
of those. In this story, Ja-
cob has been working for 
Laban for years and he is 
preparing to leave Laban's 
employ. 

"What wages do you 
want?” Laban asked again. 
Jacob replied, “Don't give 
me anything. Just do this 
one thing, and I'll con-
tinue to tend and watch 
over your flocks. Let me 
inspect your flocks today 
and remove all the sheep 
and goats that are speckled 
or spotted, along with all 
the black sheep. Give these 

to me as my wages. In the 
future, when you check on 
the animals you have given 
me as my wages, you'll see 
that I have been honest. If 
you find in my flock any 
goats without speckles or 
spots, or any sheep that are 
not black, you will know 
that I have stolen them 
from you.” “All right,” 
Laban replied. “It will be 
as you say.” 

But that very day, Laban 
went out and removed 
the male goats that were 
streaked and spotted, all 
the female goats that were 
speckled and spotted or 
had white patches, and all 
the black sheep. He placed 
them in the care of his 
own sons, who took them 
a three-day journey from 
where Jacob was. 

Meanwhile, Jacob 

stayed and cared for the 
rest of Laban's flock. Then 
Jacob took some fresh 
branches from poplar, 
almond, and plane trees 
and peeled off strips of 
bark, making white streaks 
on them. Then he placed 
these peeled branches 
in the watering troughs 
where the flocks came to 
drink, for that was where 
they mated. And when 
they mated in front of the 
white-streaked branches, 
they gave birth to young 
that were streaked, speck-
led, and spotted. Jacob 
separated those lambs 
from Laban's flock. And 
at mating time, he turned 
the flock to face Laban's 
animals that were streaked 
or black. This is how he 
built his own flock instead 
of increasing Laban's. 

There are a number 
of ways to interpret the 
what and the why of this 
story, but I want to focus 
on Jacob's way of dealing 
with his scheming em-
ployer's tactics, and what 
we should learn from his 
actions. The short version 
is that we reproduce what 
we focus on, so we should 
make sure we are looking 
in a direction that we have 
chosen intentionally. That 
is a good lesson, and in 
our culture's current social 
climate, which encourages 
us to hate any and every-
one we even slightly 

disagree with, it is a 
fine lesson to learn and 
assimilate into our lives. 
But if we look at the details 
of the story, there may be 
more to learn. Jacob must 
have been the first genetic 

engineer. 
He altered genetic 

traits in the sheep to his 
advantage. He changed 
the environment for his 
future. The outcome was 
that he became wealthy 
and influential. He real-
ized that if he just waited 
to see what life handed out 
that he would be cheated 
of a future for himself and 
his family. He realized that 
there was a force, repre-
sented by Laban, which 
planned to defeat him. He 
also realized that he had 
help. 

His plan with the 
branches, partially 
stripped of bark, set in 
front of the sheep was not 
just his plan. This comes 
from the Bible, the book 
that is about God and 
man's interaction. How 

could Jacob know that 
placing those sticks in 
front of the water trough 
would result in the estab-
lishment of his herd? He 
could not know, and it 
would not work anyway, 
without Divine interven-
tion. Proverbs 16:9 tells us, 
“A man's mind plans his 
way, but the Lord directs 
his steps and makes them 
sure." 

As we plan our lives, 
if we do not seek God's 
direction and His favor, 
our plans are subject to 
failure. God loves us, and 
when we seek Him out, 
He responds with blessing. 
Psalms 127:1 says, “Unless 
the Lord builds the house, 
they labor in vain who 
build it.” Trust God with 
the plans of your life and 
see what happens. 

“I do lash extensions, lash 
lifts, which is like a perm for 
your eyelashes, brow lamina-
tion, which is the same con-
cept except for your brows, 
and brow henna, which is 
semi-permanent make-up 
that lasts two weeks,” Costilla 
said. 

In Missouri, lash tech-
nicians don’t have to be 
licensed to do these things, 
but you can take certification 
classes, which Costilla did. 

A technician differs from 
an esthetician because they 
don’t have a state license, 
so they can’t do certain 
services like massages, facials 
and waxing. Costilla has 
completed esthetician school 
and is planning to get boards 
soon. 

Costilla started her own 
business like many other 
technicians are doing today. 

She explained the reason 
why more and more techni-
cians are starting their own 
businesses.

“Personally, for me, I’ve 
always been interested in 
the beauty field, but I was 
working retail jobs and retail 
jobs do not pay much,” Cos-
tilla said. “For this, it’s good 
income and if you like it, it 
doesn’t feel like work.”

She added that people 
can find a passion and work 
toward it. Being a lash tech-
nician is something Costilla 
likes to do and she is doing 
what she wants.

Costilla said lashes and 
other services have grown 
in the last few years because 
people want to look put 
together but don’t want to 
wake up every morning and 
do it themselves. 

“They don’t want to apply 
mascara, they don’t want to 
do strip lashes that you apply 
with glue every morning,” 
Costilla said. “So if you can 
have it done for weeks at a 

time, I think that’s why peo-
ple do it. For convenience.”

Costilla continued by 
saying it’s important to have 
a more convenient option 
for beauty services because 
it's a confidence boost for 
some people.

“I feel like people feel bet-
ter about themselves waking 
up every morning and being 
ready to go, looking in the 
mirror and saying I look 
good,” Costilla said. “It’s just 
how the beauty world is 
today, you just want to look 
good.”

The cost of lash and brow 
services can vary from each 
technician. Lash extension 
services can cost between 
$130 to $200, brows are 
about $60 and lash perms 
are about $65 to $130. 

Costilla takes around 
three to four appointments a 
day, but some other techni-
cians can take five to seven 
appointments a day. 

“I think it’s important to 
take time to yourself and 

not overwork yourself; this 
is why I limit myself to that,” 
Costilla said. 

Costilla added that she 
loves the beauty industry 
and that’s why she became 
a technician. She said some 
people look at the profession 
more as a hobby rather than 
a respected career. 

Now that she has grown 
up a little bit since her love 
first began, she wants to 
help others feel good about 
themselves. 

“I feel like it’s very dis-
couraged in high school and 
that college is very pushed 
on you in high school and I 
wasted four years in college 
and I don’t have a degree,” 
Costilla said. “I feel like if I 
would have done this from 
the get-go, I would have 
been happy. It’s looked down 
upon, it’s not considered a 
real job, it’s not looked at as a 
profession.”

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US declares public health emergency 
over monkeypox outbreak

WASHINGTON (AP) 
— The federal government 
declared a public health 
emergency Thursday to 
bolster the response to the 
monkeypox outbreak that 
has infected more than 
6,600 Americans.

The announcement will 
free up money and other 
resources to fight the virus, 
which may cause fever, 
body aches, chills, fatigue 
and pimple-like bumps on 
many parts of the body.

"We are prepared to 
take our response to the 
next level in addressing 
this virus, and we urge 
every American to take 
monkeypox seriously," said 
Xavier Becerra, head of the 
Department of Health and 
Human Services.

The declaration by HHS 
comes as the Biden admin-
istration has faced criticism 
over monkeypox vaccine 
availability. Clinics in major 
cities such as New York 
and San Francisco say they 
haven't received enough 
of the two-shot vaccine to 
meet demand, and some 
have had to stop offering 
the second dose to ensure 
supply of first doses.

The White House said 
it has made more than 1.1 
million doses available and 
has helped to boost domes-
tic diagnostic capacity to 
80,000 tests per week.

The monkeypox virus 
spreads through prolonged 
skin-to-skin contact, 
including hugging, cud-
dling and kissing, as well as 
sharing bedding, towels and 

clothing.
No one in the United 

States has died. A few 
deaths have been reported 
in other countries.

Earlier this week, the 
Biden administration 
named top officials from 
the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency and 
the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention to 
serve as the White House 
coordinators to combat 
monkeypox.

Thursday's declaration is 
an important — and over-
due — step, said Lawrence 
Gostin, a public health 
law expert at Georgetown 
University.

"It signals the U.S. 
government's seriousness 
and purpose, and sounds a 
global alarm," he said.

Under the declaration, 
HHS can draw from 
emergency funds, hire or 
reassign staff to deal with 
the outbreak and take other 
steps to control the virus.

For example, the an-
nouncement should help 
the federal government 
to seek more information 
from state and local health 
officials about who is 
becoming infected and who 
is being vaccinated. That 
information can be used to 
better understand how the 
outbreak is unfolding and 
how well the vaccine works.

Gostin said the U.S. 
government has been too 
cautious and should have 
declared a nationwide 
emergency earlier. Public 
health measures to control 
outbreaks have increasingly 
faced legal challenges in re-
cent years, but Gostin didn't 
expect that to happen with 
monkeypox.

"It is a textbook case of a 
public health emergency," 
Gostin said. "It's not a red 
or a blue state issue. There 
is no political opposition to 
fighting monkeypox."

A public health emergen-
cy can be extended, similar 
to what happened during 
the COVID-19 pandemic, 
he noted.

The urgency in the cur-
rent response stems from 
the rapid spread of the virus 
coupled with the limited 
availability of the two-dose 
vaccine called Jynneos, 
which is considered the 
main medical weapon 
against the disease.

The doses, given 28 
days apart, are currently 
being given to people soon 
after they think they were 
exposed, as a measure to 
prevent symptoms.

Becerra announced the 
emergency declaration 
during a call with reporters. 
During the call, Food and 
Drug Administration Com-
missioner Robert Califf said 
regulators are reviewing an 
approach that would stretch 
supplies by allowing health 
professionals to vaccinate 
up to five people — instead 
of one — with each vial of 
Jynneos.

Under this so-called 
"dose-sparing" approach, 
physicians and others 
would use a shallower 
injection under the skin, 
instead of the subcutaneous 
injection currently recom-
mended in the vaccine's 
labeling.

Califf said a decision 
authorizing that approach 
could come "within days."

That would require 
another declaration, to 
allow the government to 

alter its guidelines on how 
to administer the vaccine, 
officials said.

Health officials pointed 
to a study published in 2015 
that found that Jynneos 
vaccine administered that 
way was as effective at stim-
ulating the immune system 
as when the needle plunger 
deeper into other tissue.

But experts also have 
acknowledged they are still 
gathering information on 
how well the conventional 
administration of one or 
two full doses works against 
the outbreak.

Others health organi-
zations have made decla-
rations similar to the one 
issued by HHS.

Last week, the World 
Health Organization called 
monkeypox a public health 
emergency, with cases in 
more than 70 countries. A 
global emergency is WHO's 
highest level of alert, but 
the designation does not 
necessarily mean a disease 
is particularly transmissible 
or lethal.

California, Illinois and 
New York have all made 
declarations in the last 
week, as have New York 
City, San Francisco and San 
Diego County.

The declaration of a 
national public health 
emergency and the naming 
of a monkeypox czar are 
"symbolic actions," said 
Gregg Gonsalves, a Yale 
University infectious diseas-
es expert.

WNBA’s Griner convicted at 
drug trial, sentenced to 9 years

KHIMKI, Russia (AP) — U.S. basket-
ball star Brittney Griner was convicted 
Thursday in Russia of drug possession 
and smuggling and was sentenced to nine 
years behind bars in a politically charged 
case that could lead to a high-stakes pris-
oner exchange between Washington and 
Moscow.

The 31-year-old Griner, a two-time U.S. 

Olympic champion and a eight-time all-
star with the WNBA’s Phoenix Mercury, 
listened with a blank expression as an 
interpreter translated the verdict by Judge 
Anna Sotnikova, but her lawyers said later 
she was “very upset.” Griner also was fined 
1 million rubles (about $16,700).

U.S. President Joe Biden denounced as 
“unacceptable” the verdict and sentence, 
which came amid soaring tensions be-
tween the U.S. and Russia over Ukraine.

An inductee to the 
College Football Hall of 
Fame, Tjeerdsma served as 
Lamberson’s head coach as 
quarterback at Northwest 
Missouri State University. 

Lamberson ended up de-

veloping into an All-Amer-
ican starter, helping the 
Bearcats to an appearance in 
the 2005 NCAA Division II 
national championship game. 

His ‘05 season included 
324 completions and 33 
touchdown passes. The play-
off run featured 1,365 passing 
yards, ending with a record 
33 pass completions against 
No. 1 Grand Valley State in 
the championship game. 

“He is the mentor for me 
in my life,” Lamberson told 
the Star-Journal. “Coach T, 
he took the chance on a kid 
form Wilber, Nebraska, and 
brought him into a two-time 
defending national champi-
on football team and let me 
play quarterback there, gave 
me an opportunity there 
and hired me as a graduate 
assistant.”

Lamberson stuck around 
in Maryville as a graduate 
assistant between 2006-08. 
The tenure opened up an 
opportunity at Southeastern 
Oklahoma, serving as quar-
terbacks coach and recruiting 
coordinator from 2008-10.

Ford, Keselowski, looking for success in Detroit backyard

It all seemed so promis-
ing at the start of the NA-
SCAR season for Ford and 
its teams, particularly Jack 
Roush’s rebranded organiza-
tion with new driver/owner 
Brad Keselowski.

Joey Logano of Team 
Penske won the exhibition 
Busch Clash at Los Ange-
les Memorial Coliseum in 
January ahead of NASCAR’s 
shift to Daytona Interna-
tional Speedway and the 
start of the season.

It was there that Kesel-
owski, who left Penske for 
an ownership stake with 
Roush, took the longtime 
NASCAR team owner back 
to victory lane for the first 
time since 2017. Keselowski 

drove the rebranded Ford 
for RFK Racing to a victory 
in a Daytona 500 qualifying 
race. About 90 minutes later, 
Chris Buescher took Roush 
back to victory lane with 
an RFK sweep of the two 
qualifying races.

Three days later, Penske 
rookie Austin Cindric won 
the Daytona 500 to give 
Ford wins in the first four 
Cup events of the year.

And now? With just a 
month remaining before 
NASCAR’s playoffs begin, 
Ford is bringing up the rear 
in the manufacturer battle. 
Three drivers have com-
bined for four Ford victories 
through 22 points races, and 
Logano has two of the wins. 
His victory in June in St. 
Louis was the last Ford win, 
and at fourth in the Cup 
standings, Logano is the 

highest-ranked Ford driver.
Cindric and Chase 

Briscoe for Stewart-Haas 
Racing have the only other 
two wins for the blue oval 
bunch as NASCAR shifts 
into their backyard at 
Michigan International 
Speedway.

“Four wins is not enough. 
It’s not acceptable,” said 
Mark Rushbrook, global di-
rector of Ford Performance 
Motorsports. “We need to 
get more wins. We need to 
have drivers further up the 
standings and hopefully at 
least four if not more drivers 
into the playoffs.

“It’s certainly going to be 
hard with where we are with 
only four regular-season 
races left. It’s been a struggle 
with the new car, the new 
package with getting our 
head around it, and how to 

set it up properly going to 
the track and optimizing it.”

Chevrolet has been the 
dominant brand this season 
with 13 wins — Chase 
Elliott has a series-high four 
victories — and Toyota has 
five victories.
RFK OPTIMISM

Keselowski returns to 
his home track feeling 
confident about RFK’s 
recent progress. The native 
of Rochester Hills believes 
the team is on “a little bit of 
an upswing” and thought 
he and teammate Buescher 
were fast on the road course 
at Indianapolis last week.

“We seem to be getting 
better every week, and the 
team’s starting to click and 
we’re starting to figure out 
some of the missing pieces,” 
Keselowski said. “We’re 
going to give it all we got. 

I’m in this for the long haul. 
I want to keep pushing as 
hard as I can to get this 
company to where RFK — 

both cars — can win races 
and contend for champion-
ships.”

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Keselowski has been in a deep hole 
since March when the No. 6 team was 
slapped with a 100-point penalty for 
modifying a single-source part on the 
Next Gen. It was the harshest penalty 
on NASCAR’s new car until late last 
month, when NASCAR disquali-
fied Denny Hamlin and Kyle Busch 
following their 1-2 finish at Pocono 
Raceway, then docked 100 points 
from Michael McDowell for another 
infraction on the Next Gen.

The penalties were a relief to Ke-
selowski because it showed him that 
NASCAR is treating all teams equally. 
But he wants more enforcement.

“The reality is that the garage is 
going through a reset with respect to 
kind of cutting out the games, and 

that’s a good thing for us as a sport,” 
Keselowski said. “I personally think 
the sport needs more penalties, and 
that NASCAR needs to be handing 
them out like candy right now to get 
control of the garage.

“We’ve been playing a lot of games 
for a lot of years, and the games have 
to stop. The games cost a lot of money. 
The easiest way for NASCAR to stop 
those expenses is to stop the games.”

That message was delivered 
throughout the RFK shop after Kesel-
owski was penalized.

“We went through our entire com-
pany and said ‘No more games. Noth-
ing goes on in these cars, period,’” he 
said. “There’s a lot of people inside our 
own company that didn’t like it, but 
the reality is NASCAR is setting prec-
edents that needed to be set, that we 
support being set, that are important 
to the future of our industry and its 
viability.”

And even though he’s not expect-

ing great things for RFK on Sunday, 
where the Next Gen will make its 
Michigan debut with a new tire 
compound from supplier Goodyear, 
Keselowski won’t stop pushing.

He really wants to win at his home 
track, where he is 0-for-24, and has 
personal streaks on the line as well. 
Keselowski has won at least one race 
a year every season since 2011, but is 
winless so far, and he needs a victory 
to extend his streak of playoff appear-
ances to nine consecutive years.

He’s not sure what to expect out of 
Sunday’s 400-miler at Michigan.

“I don’t know what to tell you to 
expect with the new car, different 
tires, very little practice,” Keselowski 
said. “It could be complete and utter 
chaos. It could be the best race ever. 
It could be somewhere in between. 
I don’t know. I think that’s in some 
ways part of the fun of Next Gen is 
the complete uncertainty every week, 
what’s going to happen.”

“I call on Russia to 
release her immediately so 
she can be with her wife, 
loved ones, friends, and 
teammates,” Biden said, 
adding that he would con-
tinue to work to bring home 
Griner and Paul Whelan, 
an American imprisoned 
in Russia on an espionage 
conviction.

Outside court, the U.S. 
Embassy’s charge d’affaires 
Elizabeth Rood called the 
outcome “a miscarriage of 
justice.”

Griner, recognized as 
one of the greatest players 
in WNBA history, has 
been detained since Feb. 17 
after police said they found 
vape cartridges containing 
cannabis oil in her luggage 
upon landing at Moscow’s 
Sheremetyevo Airport. She 
was returning to Russia, 
where she has competed 
since 2014.

As she was led out of 
court, Griner said: “I love 
my family.”

The nine-year sentence 
was close to the maximum 
of 10 years that Griner had 
faced under the charges. 
Most Russians possessing 

small quantities of drugs get 
at most five years in prison, 
lawyers said.

Defense attorney Maria 
Blagovolina told reporters 
later that Griner was “very 
upset, very stressed. She can 
hardly talk. It’s a difficult 
time for her.”

Before the unusually 
swift verdict was reached, 
an emotional Griner 
apologized to her family, 
teammates and the Russian 
city of Yekaterinburg, where 
she plays in the WNBA 
offseason, “for my mistake 
that I made and the embar-
rassment that I brought on 
them.”

With her voice cracking, 
she added: “I hope in your 
ruling it does not end my 
life.”

Griner has 10 days to 
appeal, and her lawyers 
say they expect a hearing 
in Moscow regional court 
next week. Asked if Griner 
could ask for pardon from 
President Vladimir Putin, 
Blagovolina said they would 
consider every possibility, 
but the lawyers said they 
were not part of any discus-
sions about a prisoner swap.

Griner’s agent Lindsay 
Kagawa Colas said the 
sentence “was severe by 
Russian legal standards 
and goes to prove what we 
have known all along, that 

Brittney is being used as a 
political pawn.” She added 
that she supported Biden’s 
efforts “to get a deal done.”

A conviction is usually 
needed before arranging a 
prisoner exchange and also 
allows Griner to apply for 
a pardon. Deputy Foreign 
Minister Sergei Ryabkov 
said last month the “nec-
essary judicial procedures” 
must be completed before 
other steps can be taken.

The disclosure in July 
that the U.S. government 
was seeking a prisoner swap 
involving Griner reflected 
the growing pressure on the 
Biden administration to do 
more to bring her home. 
The U.S. State Department 
had earlier declared Griner 
to be “wrongfully detained” 
— a charge that Russia has 
sharply rejected.

When she took the stand 
July 7, Griner said: “I would 
like to plead guilty on the 
charges against me. But I 
had no intention of break-
ing any Russian law.” She 
added that she brought the 
vape canisters into Russia 
because she had packed in 
haste for her flight.

Griner also described a 
confusing scene while being 
held at the airport, saying 
an interpreter provided by 
authorities translated only a 
fraction of what was being 

said to her and that officials 
told her to sign documents 
without explaining what 
they were. She also said she 
was not informed of her 
rights.

Her lawyers introduced 
evidence that Griner was 
using the medicinal can-
nabis for chronic pain and 
injuries sustained during 
her career and included a 
letter from her doctor. Gri-
ner testified she was aware 
cannabis oil was outlawed 
in Russia and had not 
intended to break the law or 
“plan to smuggle anything 
into Russia.”

Griner’s case and her 
nearly six months behind 
bars have raised strong 
criticism among her sup-
porters in the United States, 
including her wife, Cherelle, 
that Biden was not doing 
enough to win her freedom.

Griner sent a personal 
appeal to Biden, and more 
than 1,100 Black female 
leaders urged the admin-
istration to “make a deal 
to get Brittney back home 
swiftly and safely and to 
meet with Brittney’s wife 
Cherelle immediately.” 
Biden later called Cherelle 
Griner “to reassure her that 
he is working to secure 
Brittney’s release as soon as 
possible,” the White House 
said July 6.

He joined Svoboda, 
previously an offensive co-
ordinator under Tjeerdsma, 
between 2010-14 before tak-
ing a head coach position at 
Nebraska-Kearney between 
2015-16. 

“(Tjeerdsma) really 
helped me get every job I’ve 
ever gotten after I left him,” 
Lamberson said. “Not from 
an athletic standpoint, he’s 
been a mentor to me as a 
man and a human.”

Lamberson saw a single 
win during two years in 
Kearney, which was a dif-
ferent situation from what 
he walked into at Central 
Missouri in February. 

In comparison, Tjeerds-

ma went 0-11 during his 
first season at Northwest 
Missouri before building a 
182-43 career with the Bear-
cats, 242-82-4 overall as a 
head coach anywhere, while 
also winning three national 
titles and appearing in seven 
championship games. 

“Coach T, yeah he was my 
college football coach and 
he was demanding and we 
were fortunate to win a lot of 
games and do a lot of great 
things when I played for him 
and coached underneath 
him, but to be real honest 
with you, I don’t remember 
hardly any of those. 

“What I remember is our 
conversations that we have 
and the life lessons that he 
still teaches to this day. The 
way that I call him when I 
need advice or I need help, 
or to celebrate the good 
times or go through the bad 

times with.”
Lamberson’s time at 

Nebraska-Kearney reached 
an end after receiving the 
opportunity to follow former 
Northwest Missouri and 
current Central Oklahoma 
coach Adam Dorrel, also a 
former athlete and player for 
Tjeerdsma, at FCS Division I 
Abilene Christian. 

Their stint in Abilene 
ended following the con-
clusion of the 2021 season, 
though they helped the 
Wildcats to their most wins 
in a three-year span since 
becoming an NCAA Divi-
sion I FCS program.

“When I went to ACU, 
Adam was on a 30-game 
win streak and he had just 
won back-to-back national 
championships,” Lamberson 
said. “He was the winningest 
college football coach in any 
division. The opportunity 

to go learn from him and be 
a part of his life for the last 
five years, and for him to be 
a part of my life, it was some-
thing that was absolutely 
fantastic.”

With the return of 
Lamberson and Dorrel to 
the MIAA this year, there 
are now three head coaches 
in the MIAA as part of the 
Tjeerdsma tree, joined by 
Northwest Missouri’s Rich 
Wright. 

Links to Tjeerdsma 
within the current UCM 
staff also include offensive 
line coach Joe Holtzclaw, a 
former lineman and grad-
uate assistant at Northwest 
Missouri; and special teams 
coordinator/defensive backs 
coach Kyle Westphal, a 
former Northwest Missouri 
graduate assistant. 

There were a few other 
teams in the running, Dun-
lap said, “but I liked what I 
heard from the Chiefs.”

The Chiefs like what he 
brings to the locker room.

Dunlap has been a 
paragon of consistency 
since entering the league as 
the Bengals’ second-round 
pick in 2010.

He’s had at least six 
sacks every season but 
one, including 8 1/2 last 
season with the Seahawks, 
and appeared in at least 14 
regular-season games each 
of the past 10 seasons. And 
while sack totals have only 
been official since 1982, his 
96 sacks rank just outside 
of the top 50, which is the 
threshold he would pass 
with his goal of eight this 
season.

It’s not just what Dunlap 
brings in terms of pro-
ductivity that made him 
so attractive, though. He’s 
been around the league 
long enough to build a vast 
bank of knowledge that he 
can impart on some of the 
Chiefs’ younger players.

Tops on the list is 
George Karlaftis, one of 
their two first-round picks 
in this year’s draft.

“He’s going to add a lot 
of value just from a teach-
ing standpoint, just for us 
young guys,” Karlaftis said. 
“Aside from all the won-
derful things he’ll do on 
the field, just teaching us 
and spreading the wealth 
of knowledge he has will 
be big.”

The Chiefs had just 31 
sacks last season, better 
than just three other NFL 
teams, and their inability 
to pressure Cincinnati 
quarterback Joe Burrow 
was a big reason for their 
second-half collapse in the 
AFC championship game.

Karlaftis is expected to 
help solve those pass-rush 
woes, but it’s a lot to expect 
of a rookie to do it alone. 
And while the Chiefs 
hope for more from Frank 
Clark, whose 4 1/2 sacks 
last season were a bitter 
disappointment, there still 
existed plenty of room for 
a proven disruptive force 
such as Dunlap coming off 
the edge.

“We established commu-
nication with Carlos back 
in March, I guess, when he 
got released,” Chiefs gen-

eral manager Brett Veach 
said, “and we were happy to 
get that done, and we think 
he’s going to be a valuable 
asset to our rotation.”

The Chiefs have had 
some success bringing in 
older pass rushers.

Terrell Suggs played well 
down the stretch during 
the 2019 season, appear-
ing in three playoff games 
and helping the Chiefs 
win their first Super Bowl 
title in 50 years. Then 
last year, Melvin Ingram 
arrived in a midseason 
trade and had two sacks in 
three playoff games while 
helping Kansas City reach 
its fourth consecutive AFC 
title game.

Unlike those two play-
ers, the Chiefs expect Dun-
lap to help them beginning 
with their Week 1 game in 
Arizona.

“He’s done it for a long 
time,” Chiefs defensive 
coordinator Steve Spag-

nuolo said, “and the system 
he was in Cincinnati for all 
those years was conducive 
to him. ... He knows how to 
get to the quarterback, and 
sometimes that’s innate. I 
always say 70 percent of 
pass rushing is want-to and 
he has that.”

Notes: OT Prince Tega 
Wanogho was a full partic-
ipant in Thursday’s practice 
after beginning camp on 
the PUP list. CB Rashad 
Fenton (shoulder) and OT 
Lucas Niang (knee) remain 
on the list. ... WR Daurice 
Fountain missed the work-
out with a groin injury. ... 
WR Gary Jennings is in the 
concussion protocol after 
slamming into one of the 
garage doors of the indoor 
practice facility while 
trying to make a catch in 
Wednesday’s workout. ... 
The Chiefs are off Friday 
before resuming camp this 
weekend.
