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Kaysinger Conference: What to Watch

By Bryan Everson
bryane@sedaliademocrat.com

n recent seasons, the Kay-

singer Conference has seen

its member schools achieve

at the highest levels in fall
sports.

Between the lines, Lincoln
and Windsor football have
had incredible success in the
postseason, with the Grey-
hounds lifting the Class 1
state title. Stover and Sacred
Heart have been among the
standouts on the volleyball
court. These programs and
more have gone beyond being
great in just the surrounding
counties.

Here’s a look at some of the
programs, athletes, and story-
lines to watch this fall.

SMITHTON IN SOCCER AGAIN

For years, it was Sacred
Heart’s place at the top of
the Kaysinger Conference,
and it wasn’t really close. The
Gremlins were a symbol of
excellence.

As
a junior, Bryan's final time
was 18:27.6. By comparison,
second-place finisher Addison
Barringhaus from Glasgow
ended in 20:20.9, nearly two
minutes behind. That was
